Workshop

1. My View of Chicanos and Asian-Americans: Take out your response journal and sit down comfortably. Without any prior planning spend 10 minutes free-writing on the topic. What are your present views of Mexican and Asian immigrants and their cultures? What do you know about them? What would you like to know…… Remember: You MUST not stop writing during these 10 minutes, just keep going!!!
2. Mexican and Asian Immigrants to the U.S.: Study the background information about Hispanic and Asian Immigrants. Highlight or underline the most important passages and sum up each text in about 50 words.
3. Asian American and Hispanic American Literature: Read the introductory handout about Hispanic and Asian-American literature. Then read and study the samples of literature in your reader. Make the texts your own by marking and commenting on the reading, and write your responses in your response journal. Watch out for the characteristic themes and aspects as discussed in the introduction. Discuss your reading and your responses in the group.

4. Read the poems and jot down your reactions and interpretations (on your copies or in your response journal). Choose your favorite poem and write a short interpretation and personal comment. (1 page, 12pt.)

5. Be prepared to present the major issues of this workshop to the Native American group and listen to their project round-up.
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
