Of Mice and Men is certainly a good choice where you will find many parallels and many typical features of Steinbeck's writing.

	The Pearl might also be compared with
	Tortilla Curtain by T.C. Boyle. Here you will find a Mexican immigrant in the U.S., he is an illegal immigrant and experiences the dark side of the American Dream.

	Dorian Grey has many parallels with
	Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde by Robert Louis Stevenson. You will find another man with two faces.

For hard-core readers I can recommend American Psycho by Bret Easton Ellis. Don't read this one if you are easily shocked. 

	Animal Farm is best combined with any other political satire or dystopia (the contrary of utopia)
	Try Brave New World or Nineteen Eighty-Four or Slaughterhouse Five (Kurt Vonnegut), 

	Brave New World goes well with any of the above mentioned books or ...
	or with Lord of the Flies
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
