Possible Tasks:
Read the story. While reading mark interesting passages that show the main characters’ attitudes and views on life. Use different colors for Fred Bockmann, Lew Harrison and the narrator.
1. Fill in a character portrait for one of the main characters:
Fred Bockman / Lew Harrison / the narrator
2. Discuss different concepts of “peace of mind”. What is peace of mind for you? How can you reach peace of mind? How else can one reach peace of mind? What kind of “peace of mind” does Fred Bockman’s machine produce?
3. Euphio: Euphio is a metaphor. What does it stand for in real life? Collect ideas…
And/or: Groupwork: Fold an A4 sheet in two and collect:

Keep moving – until each group gets their first sheet. They study the collected info… and eventually present it to the class.
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
