Short Answer Essay Questions (3 pts. each=15 pts.)
1. Explain how Katniss must change her behavior from the time she is chosen at the reaping because of the cameras. (Think about how differently she acts because of the cameras and why.)
KATNISS CAN’T SHOW ANY EMOTION (SUCH AS CRYING) BECAUSE SHE DOES NOT WANT THE AUDIENCE – ESPECIALLY POTENTIAL SPONSORS – TO SEE HER AS WEAK.


•SHOWS NO EMOTIONS

•MUST BE STRONG TO GET SPONSORS

•CAN’T SHOW WEAKNESS
•WILL NOT CRY
2. Which three districts do the Career tributes come from?
DISTRICTS 1, 2, 4

3. How are the Career tributes different from the other tributes?
THE CAREER TRIBUTES ARE TRAINED FROM A YOUNG AGE TO BECOME VOLUNTEERS FOR THE HUNGER GAMES; THEY ARE WELL-FED, PRACTICE WITH WEAPONS (EVEN THOUGH IT IS ILLEGAL).

4. Why is it important to appeal to the audience through the use of elaborate costumes, training score, and a good interview? (What is the purpose of all these things prior to the Games?)
THE PURPOSE OF THESE THINGS IS SO THE TRIBUTES CAN IMPRESS POTENTIAL SPONSORS SO THEY MAY RECEIVE GIFTS TO HELP THEM IN THE ARENA; EARN A RATING SCORE THAT WILL GIVE GAMBLERS ODDS FOR BETTING PURPOSES; AND ULTIMATELY WIN OVER THE PEOPLE OF THE CAPITOL. 

5. What do we learn from Peeta’s interview?
WE LEARN FROM PEETA’S INTERVIEW THAT HE IS IN LOVE WITH KATNISS AND HAS SINCE HE WAS FIVE YEARS OLD.

Essay Question (20 pts.)
ESSAYS WILL VARY FROM STUDENT TO STUDENT.  HOWEVER, EACH STUDENT SHOULD HAVE:
1. PREDICTION OF WHO WILL WIN.
2. HOW THAT TRIBUTE WILL WIN.
3. REASONS WHY THEY THINK THAT PERSON WILL WIN (MUST GIVE AT LEAST 3 REASONS BASED ON CLUES OR INFORMATION FROM THE NOVEL).
4. ESSAY MUST BE WRITTEN IN COMPLETE SENTENCES.
5. ESSAY SHOULD MAKE SENSE.
IF THE STUDENT READ AHEAD AND IS SUMMARIZING THE OUTCOME, HE/SHE SHOULD HAVE:
1. A CLEAR SUMMARY OF THE OUTCOME (BOTH KATNISS & PEETA WINNING).
2. HOW KATNISS & PEETA WIN.
3. WHETHER THEY THOUGHT THAT THE TWO OF THEM WOULD ACTUALLY WIN OR NOT.
4. WHY THEY WERE OR WHY THEY WEREN’T SURPRISED AT THE OUTCOME.
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
