Short Answer:

1. Primrose Everdeen

2. (Answers may vary) The reaping is unfair to poor/lower-class citizens because if your family does not need the tesserae (year’s worth of grain and oil), you do not have to put your name into the drawing more than the normal amount for your age.  However, if you rely on it, your name is put in for every family member you sign up for, then it is multiplied for your age.  The odds are that the more times your name is in the drawing, the more likely your chances to be drawn.

3. (Answers may vary) The Hunger Games are an annual event that is put on by the Capitol.  Two children from each district (one girl and one boy) are drawn in a reaping to compete in a televised survival game.  The last surviving child is the winner.  The Capitol uses this event as a reminder that they are the ones in control, so do not try to rebel.
