Short Answer  - Theme (These should ALL be written in complete sentences.)
ANSWERS MAY VARY; THESE ARE SUGGESTED RESPONSES
52. What was the purpose of the Hunger Games? The purpose of the Hunger Games is the districts’ repentance for rebelling against the Capitol (74 years ago during the “Dark Days”).  It is also a yearly reminder that the Capitol can and will make them pay if they ever try to rebel again. 
53. What is desensitization (define it in your own words) AND how did the author express this theme in the novel? Desensitization is to make someone less likely to feel shock or distress at scenes of cruelty, violence, or suffering by overexposure to such images.  Suzanne Collins expresses this through the Capitol-sponsored Hunger Games event, which is mandatory viewing for all the citizens of Panem.  The Capitol audience treats the tributes as forms of entertainment rather than actual human beings.  Because it isn’t their own children who are killed, they feel no compassion toward the district children.  Even the tributes are desensitized, or at least do not allow themselves to be sensitive toward one another.  The Career tributes actually train for the event. 
54. Give three examples of how Katniss showed rebellion against the Capitol in the novel. Some examples include: Hunting illegally in the woods, trading in the Hob, wearing the mockingjay pin, shooting the arrow at the Gamemakers, covering Rue’s body in flowers, pretending to eat the poisonous berries, pretending to be madly in love with Peeta.  
TEACHER’S KEY, continued

55. Give an example of a character who acted inhumanely in the novel; don’t forget to tell how that character acted inhumanely. Some examples include: 

President Snow/Capitol govt.--for the yearly Hunger Games event & year-long events for the victor(s); making the citizens watch it; making the victors mentor the tributes year after year

Career Tributes-training for the event; treating it as an honor & a sport; killing the other tributes offensively (rather than in defense)

Cato-wanting to kill Katniss because she scored higher than him; killing the other tributes offensively (rather than in defense)

Clove-taking pleasure in torturing Katniss; killing the other tributes offensively (rather than in defense)

Gamemakers-for changing the rules of the game (or never intending to follow through with promise of two victors); tagging the tributes as though they are animals

Capitol audience/citizens-their lack of compassion for the tributes by betting on them; treating them as entertainment; parading them through their streets as though they were objects

Prep teams-treating the tributes like they are less than human before & during their “remakes”

Effie Trinket-treating the event as a way she can move up to a better district--as though district 12 residents are barbarians

District 11 Peacekeepers-Inhumane treatment of ag/orchard workers & citizens

56. Give an example of a character who acted humanely in the novel; don’t forget to tell how that character acted humanely. Some examples include:

Peeta-always looking out for Katniss, even though he hardly knew her (the bread, expressing his love to help save her in the arena, saving her from the Careers, wanting to sacrifice himself to save her) 

Peeta’s dad-giving Katniss the cookies & promising to look after Prim

Hob traders-trading with Katniss

Greasy Sae-allowing Katniss the opportunity to buy Prim’s goat, Lady

Mrs. Everdeen & Prim-treating the sick & dying without being paid

Madge Undersee-giving Katniss the pin & a kiss goodbye

District 12 Peacekeepers-allowing illegal hunting & trading without punishment

Cinna-with his wardrobe choices

Katniss & Rue-mutual humanity shown looking out for one another/alliance; Katniss singing to her & covering her body in flowers

District 11 people-giving Katniss bread

Katniss-taking care of Peeta by nursing him back to health, getting the medicine for him

Thresh-letting Katniss go in the arena

Peeta, Katniss, Rue, Foxface, (maybe Thresh)-killing only when it was required in the arena, either accidently, in self-defense, or defending another person

57. Why does Katniss have a hard time opening up to others (including when the cameras are off and even before the Reaping)?  Explain with examples from the novel.

Some suggested responses (they should have at least two examples or one example that is explained in detail):

-Katniss does not want to open herself up to love (marriage/family) because she does not want to have a child & expose him/her to the Hunger Games; whether it is watching the event year after year or participating in a reaping, she feels she could never put someone else through that. 

-Katniss losing her father was devastating for her and her family.  She does not want to get close to someone only to lose them, like she did her father.  Also, with her mother slipping into a deep depression, she felt resentment that providing for the family was left to her.  So not only was she hurt that her father had died, but she lost her mother, as well.  Her bitter feelings have formed a protective “shell” around her in self-defense.

-It took Katniss & Gale several months of hunting together before they actually even became friends (p. 111).  Gale, who also lost his father and grew up in the Seam, is guarded of his feelings, as well.  Growing up in a lower-class environment may contribute to feeling less emotions than those who may have had a “softer” life.  When times are hard, often people have to toughen up, both physically and emotionally in order to survive. 

-Katniss does not want to open herself up to Peeta because she knows that one of them will have to die.  She doesn’t want to become friends with someone who she may be forced to kill.
