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PART TWO - CREATE YOUR OWN TEST

Each student will write 3 test questions from the chapter they are assigned.  The questions must be either:  True/False, Multiple Choice, or Fill-in-the-Blank, or a mixture  of those.  Follow the instructions for writing a good test question.  You are graded on how well it is written & the level of difficulty!!
How to write a good test question:

1. True/False statements

True/False are not really questions, but statements.  Which means it should be written as a fact & the test taker must decided if it is, indeed, a fact.


Examples:
• Katniss represents District 10.  



• Portia designed a dress for Katniss for the Opening Ceremonies. 



• Primrose is Katniss’s younger sister.   
The false statements may have one thing that is false (the first example has one thing), or many things that are false (the second example has at least three things that are false).  The fewer things that are false in the statement, the harder it is.  AVOID opinionated statements!  Students cannot answer true or false to someone’s opinion!


Bad Examples:

• Katniss has the best chance of all the tributes to win. 




• Living in District 12 is better than any of the other districts.


2. Multiple Choice questions/statements
Multiple choice questions will ask a question, then give the student choices for the answer.  However, some may be more like a fill in the blank with choices for the blank, while others have the student finish the statement.  

Examples:
• In which neighborhood does Peeta live?




A. In the Seam




B. In the Hob




C. In Town with the Merchants




D. In Victor’s Village



• _______ is the name of Prim’s cat.




A. Sugarlump




B. Buttercup




C. Lady




D. Greasy Sae



• The mockingjay is a symbol of _________, but also reminds Katniss of 
_______.




A. rebellion; her father’s singing.




B. rebellion; Prim’s singing.




C. friendship; Peeta saving her life.




D. friendship; her mother’s singing.
3. Fill-in-the Blank
Fill-in-the-Blank statements are true statements with a word or words missing in which the student must fill in.  


Example:
• Katniss lives in the country of ____________.

Make sure the part you leave out cannot be substituted with anything else--there should be no question as to what the answer is.


Bad Example:  • Katniss lives in ______________. (Obviously, a few things could work here.)

Now, write your own.  Look through the chapter you have been assigned & stick to questions ONLY pertaining to that chapter!  You only need to write three, but you may write one or more for extra credit (up to three extra).  Make sure you write the answer after the question/statement.
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Essay Exam:  Write your answers in complete sentences.  You should be specific and use examples from the novel to support your answers.  You may use additional notebook paper, if needed.

1. Why do the Careers accept Peeta as their ally in the beginning of the Games?

2. What is Peeta’s motivation for joining the Careers?

3. How did the Gamemakers control the environment to keep the Games exciting? (Give specific examples.)

Essay Exam, continued

4. Give at least two specific examples of how Katniss acted differently in the arena (than she normally would) because of the cameras.

5. Why did Katniss put flowers around Rue after she died?  What do Rue’s flowers symbolize?

6. How is the theme of “humanity” represented in Part II?  Who has shown humanity or behaved humanely and who has behaved inhumanely in Part II?

TEACHER DIRECTIONS:
1. Assign each student a chapter in Part Two (chapters 10-18). OR You may also assign them several chapters and have them write one question per chapter.  

2. Each student will write three test questions (or you can adjust that amount) per chapter.  If you have a class of 18 students, each chapter would have 6 questions.  HOWEVER, the reality is that some students will write very similar questions & you’ll only need to use one of them.  Some will write poor questions that can’t be used at all. 

3. The purpose of this is to see if they can pick out what is most IMPORTANT in the chapter, formulate a question about it, and be able to know that they will at least get those questions right on the test (This is a great activity for students with low self-esteem).  Often, they ask random things that are quite meaningless.  But you can go over the questions with them & ask if that really is the most important thing you’d want to ask on that test.

4. I used at least one question from each student just to make them feel good about having written them.  However, because you may not get very many questions that are asking some of the main points, I did add a section of short answer to the test I gave my students.

For the Part Two test, I used the students test questions & added these short answer questions of my own:
Answers to Short Answer questions:
(May vary from mine)

1. The Careers accept Peeta as their ally because they want to find & kill Katniss and Peeta has assured them that he will help them locate her.

2. Peeta’s real motivation for joining the Careers is to actually keep them away from Katniss (or keep her safe; prevent them from killing her).

3. The Gamemakers controlled the environment in the arena by:

a. Creating the fire (to force contestants together)


b. Shooting fireballs at the contestants (for a conflict & to force contestants 
together)


c. Stopping the fire & fireballs so the audience can see hand-to-hand combat


d. Creating muttations (such as the tracker jackers)

4. Katniss acted differently than she normally would because of the cameras when she:

a. got down from the tree after her first night & had a “knowing” smile on her face 
(after 
realizing Peeta joined the Careers) because she wanted the audience to 
see her as “one step ahead of the game” and puzzle over it - not look how she 
really felt: confused, perplexed, frightened, angry, and/or hurt. (p. 164)


b. careful to hide her emotions as she hikes along. (p. 165)


c. tries to look “as least desperate” as she can for Prim’s sake when she is dying 
of thirst. (p. 169)


d. refuses to show weakness when dealing with her burned leg because she 
knows pity for a tribute does not get sponsors; only “admiration at your refusal to 
give in” will. (p. 179)


e. banters with the Careers while she’s up in the tree (“How’s everything with 
you?”she calls down to them), knowing the audience will love it. (p. 181)

5. Katniss covered Rue’s body & hair in flowers because she wanted to hold someone accountable for the little girl’s death.  She wanted people to FEEL that Rue’s death was awful and wrong...that no child should be put through this--no matter what their ancestors did 74 years ago in a rebellion.  Katniss hates the Capitol for forcing the Games on the district citizens and she hates the viewers for loving that form of entertainment, so she wants them to feel SHAME for their actions.  The flowers symbolize that Rue was a real person, one who should have been given a proper burial, and one who should have died a normal death, not a forced death for someone else’s entertainment.  They symbolize respect for her and all the citizens of the districts who feel they are helpless and hopeless.  Katniss is telling the viewers that Rue and she are MORE than pieces in their Games (as Peeta said earlier). They are human, and worthy, and have feelings, just as the viewers do.

6. Those who have shown humanity: 

-Peeta showing Katniss humanity without ever knowing her (giving her the bread, 
protecting her in the Games)


-Katniss & Rue with mutual humanity toward one another


-District 11 people showing humanity to Katniss with gift of bread

Those who have behaved inhumanely:

-Capitol punishing citizens with the Hunger Games


-Working conditions in districts (especially 11, as described by Rue)


-District 11 Peacekeepers


-Capitol making the citizens watch the Hunger Games


-Careers in how they hunt the other tributes (playing offense, rather than 
defense)
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
