Perhaps the most famous piece of ‘evidence’ involves the lighting in the photographs. In several pictures, both astronauts have two distinct shadows, each pointing in a different direction. This is the theory: there is only one source of light on the moon – the sun – so each astronaut should only have one shadow. The fact that the shadows point in different directions means that there must be two light sources. Conspiracy theorists say that these light sources are studio lights, because the whole moon landing actually took place in a huge film studio here on Earth.

But why would the Americans go to such trouble to invent it? Conspiracy theorists reply that the sixties were the time of the Cold War between the US and the Russians. It was important for both countries to show the world how advanced their technology was. Space travel was the greatest challenge. The Russians were the first to put a man into space in 1959. The US needed to do something better.

At Glastonbury Festival

The first time I went to the Glastonbury Festival was in 2013. I was 18 years old and had just finished school. As a treat my mum had bought me and a friend tickets and she gave them to us on the day that we finished our last exam. It was only a week before the festival and we were so excited. There were so many great bands playing, from the Arctic Monkeys to Mumford and Sons and The Rolling Stones. We went out and bought a cheap tent from a supermarket. We already had sleeping bags. What else did we need? Nothing. We could buy all our food there.

We left on the Thursday morning. There were no bands until the Friday, but you can go a day early, so we did, because we wanted to get a good site for our tent. We took a train to Bath and then got a coach to the festival site. But we weren’t the only ones wanting to arrive the day before. There were thousands of people making their way through the festival gates. We had to go through a security check to make sure we weren’t carrying anything illegal. And then we were in. I was amazed at just how big the site was. As far as you could see there were people and stalls and stages and tents. We had no idea where the best place to be was, so we just followed everyone else and put up our tent in a field that seemed quite central.
