Fighting food waste

Food waste in Europe per person and per year is 280 kilogrammes. REFRESH is one of the many projects that deal with it. Funded by the EU, it’s a project in which 26 partners from 12 European countries and China worked together. The project ran from 2015 to 2019. Young people submitted projects and then everybody voted. One of the projects got a very high score – and that was ‘Zero Waste’ by a Romanian girl called Ioana Man. This is what she said about it: 

“This is how our project came to be. I took part in a youth exchange* called Think global, act local organised by Eufemia in Torino, Italy. There I got the idea of reducing food waste by giving unwanted food to people who really needed it. People discussed food waste projects all the time. When I returned to Romania, I met Diana Calin, from the Society for Responsible Consumption and told her about my idea of a zero-waste project in Aiud, my hometown. We found three needy* families from Aiud and asked them to go to the market to collect wasted food. I was a little sceptical about the farmers’ reaction, but to our surprise, they were happy to help! Some were even relieved* and asked us, ‘Where have you been all this time?!’

That first day we collected around 100 kg of cabbage, cauliflower*, peppers, tomatoes, aubergines and fruit that would have ended in the bin. Instead, we shared it with the needy families. Two bakeries donated bread and everyone went home happy. As the project continued, we got a lot of new volunteers. Together we collected over 800 kg of food and helped over 50 people from Aiud. We want to connect the farmers and the needy families so that this sharing will work by itself in the future.” 

Of course, Ioana’s project is only one of many. One of the finalists in 2017 was Foodsharing Austria. They are making people aware of food waste. They have established an online platform where people can offer the food they do not need. So far, they have saved millions of tons of food.

All you need to know about the pizza

My favourite is ham and mushroom, and my brother likes pepperoni best. My mum likes spinach and ricotta and my dad’s favourite is the calzone that’s folded in two with tomato sauce in the middle. I’m talking, of course, about pizza. I don’t think I could live without that Italian dish – and I’m not the only one. Just look at any supermarket shelves – there are fresh ones, frozen ones, ones you make yourself. Just take a walk down any high street and you’ll see how many pizza restaurants and takeaways there are. Like most of the rest of the world, we Brits really love that round flat piece of dough topped with tomato sauce, mozzarella and other ingredients. But how much do we really know about pizza?

There are basically two types of pizza, the Roman and the Neapolitan. The Neapolitan version has a thick, soft base*, while the base of the Roman pizza is thin and crispy. Thick-based or thin-based? Most people have a favourite. I personally think that both of them are delicious!

Of course, both the Romans and the Neapolitans think their pizza is the best, but people in Naples consider theirs as the real one. They have good reason to think so, because the pizza was invented in Naples in the 19th century. The first pizza restaurant opened in Naples in 1830. For a long time it was just a local speciality, and it was eaten mostly by poor people. Then, in 1889, King Umberto I and his food-loving queen decided they wanted to try a pizza. They ordered some from the Pietro il Pizzaiolo. Two pizzas were taken to the palace. The queen really liked the one with fresh tomatoes, basil, and slices of mozzarella cheese. The Queen’s name was Margherita and that’s how the world’s most famous pizza got its name.

These days pizza is enjoyed all over the world. Of course, one of the best things about pizza is that you can make it yourself – but make sure you learn how to toss the dough. Both Roman and Neapolitan pizza chefs agree that you should never use a rolling pin* to make that dough!

Flying Doctors

It’s the world’s most exclusive airline. You can’t book a ticket, in fact, there are no tickets. For people who use this airline it is 100% free, and they will fly right to your home to collect you. However, to use it you must be pretty ill and live in the Australian outback, miles from the nearest medical facility. 

It is, of course, the RFDS – the Royal Flying Doctor Service. It provides health care and emergency services to victims of illness or accident, 24 hours a day, seven days a week in the remotest regions of Australia. The area it covers is enormous – it’s almost the size of America.

Unlike other airlines, there is no check-in or security check and you can leave your passport at home. That is probably because most passengers who board are unconscious. Forget in-flight entertainment – there is none, and the only meal you might get is in liquid form through a needle in your arm. But the cabin crew are the most professionally trained in the world and they might save your life. The Flying Doctors work in teams of three – a doctor, a nurse and a pilot to fly the plane. They can fly more than 1,000 miles just to make one house call. If they can treat you in your home, they will. If not, then they’ll fly you back to their hospital.

Of course, this is not cheap. The service costs around $900 an hour, not including the price of the equipment. Patients pay nothing – the money comes from the government and donations from members of the public. The RFDS is one of the best supported charities in Australia.

Since it was started in 1928 by missionary John Flynn, the Flying Doctor Service has helped thousands of Australians. Kylie Donovan is just one of many. It was a case of life or death for two-year-old Kylie when she touched a 240-volt power line and her heart stopped. Her mother radioed for help and within half an hour the doctor had arrived and saved her. Without the services of the RFDS she would not have survived.

One of my favourite stories is The Emperor’s New Clothes by the famous Danish author Hans Christian Andersen. I think the moral of the story demonstrates this perfectly.

I can’t remember the details exactly, but I know the story concerns a king who is extremely vain* but extremely foolish*, too. He is a very powerful man, but he makes some incredibly stupid decisions. The problem is that no one is brave enough to tell him when he is wrong. 

Being vain, the king is, of course, very fond of clothes and always wants to look his very best. One day, a tailor from a foreign land comes to him and tells him he has a new thread* which is so fine it can only be seen by those people with an eye for true beauty. He offers to make the king a suit using this thread. The king agrees to the heavy price the tailor is asking and a week later the suit is ready. The tailor holds up this new suit for the king to admire. There is nothing to see, but not wanting to appear as someone who can’t appreciate true beauty, the king declares that it is the most beautiful suit he has ever seen and all those in the room with the king are quick to agree with him.

It is arranged that the very next day the king will parade through the streets in his new clothes for all his subjects* to admire. News spreads quickly and the next morning the town is full of people wanting to see the king in his new suit. The king rides through the streets on his horse. He is, of course, completely naked, but all those who see him agree that he is wearing the most beautiful clothes they have ever seen. So, the king walks all the way through the town with everyone pretending he looks fabulous until he comes to a small boy who hasn’t heard the news. He takes one look at the king and asks in a big loud voice, “Why is the king naked?”, which allows everyone to realise how stupid they are being and results in the king hurrying back to his palace deeply embarrassed.

And this is why I love this story, as it shows perfectly that sometimes it takes the truth of a child to open the eyes of the world.

Australian origins

Around four hundred years ago, Dirk Hartog, the captain of a ship sailing from Holland, came across a huge undiscovered land. In fact, that land was the world’s largest island and a land that we know today by the name of Australia. But, of course, Hartog didn’t discover Australia as the history books may tell us. It was already inhabited and had been for many years. It was home to one of the oldest surviving civilisations – the Aborigines, as they became to be known, a name which means ‘from the very beginning’ in Latin.

In fact, the Aborigines had been there for over forty thousand years. These original Aussies (as Australians are called) were very intelligent, organised people. They came to Australia from nearby places in the Indian and Pacific Oceans. They referred to their new home as the Southern Land. They lived in societies separated by very large distances and these tribes spoke different languages. They brought with them many stories and traditions.

It is possible that there were as many as three quarters of a million Aborigines when the Europeans first arrived on their homeland. From 1770 to 1900 the United Kingdom ruled Australia, and the number of Aborigines fell dramatically. Today, there are only 250,000 Aborigines, living mostly in very remote areas in northern, western and central Australia. Perhaps the most important part of the country for them is in the centre – Uluru, which is the world’s largest rock.

Over the last 70 years, the Australian government and its people have started to take more care of the needs of Aborigines, and the remaining tribes are protected. And there are organisations which make sure that their culture is protected. For example, for years, Uluru was a popular attraction with tourists who wanted to climb to the top, admire the view and look at the wildlife. The Aborigines were upset, as Uluru is a sacred place for them, so they didn’t want people climbing it. The Australian government eventually decided to respect their wishes and no tourists are allowed to climb Uluru any longer.

Of course, many Aborigines now also live in the big cities in the south, such as Sydney, Melbourne and Brisbane. They are becoming a part of modern Australia. Many Aborigines today are of mixed descent and their culture is slowly becoming mixed with that of their European ‘discoverers’.

The Aborigines were upset, as Uluru is a sacred place for them, so they didn’t want people climbing it. The Australian government eventually decided to respect their wishes and no tourists are allowed to climb Uluru now.

Of course, the majority (about three quarters of the entire Aborigine population) now live in the big cities in the south, such as Sydney, Melbourne and Brisbane. They are becoming part of modern Australia. Many Aborigines today are of mixed descent and their culture is slowly becoming mixed with that of their European ‘discoverers’.

In another experiment, people were given fruit juice with colouring added. For example, the grape juice was coloured green and the orange juice was coloured yellow. The people thought the grape juice was lime and the orange juice was lemon. When we taste things, it seems that our eyes can trick our brains sometimes. We make connections between certain colours and tastes. We expect red and orange food to taste sweet. We expect green and yellow food to taste sour and we expect white food to taste salty.

This is not good news for some scientists who believe that some added food colourings are not healthy. For example, they believe that these colourings can cause attention problems in children. They would like to see a ban on artificial colouring in food. So far there is not enough evidence for their theory, so a ban is unlikely. And the big food manufacturers won’t stop adding colouring if they don’t have to. If brightly coloured food sells better, they won’t stop adding it. However, they certainly won’t add blue!

The people thought the grape juice was lime and the orange juice was lemon. When it comes to taste, it seems that our eyes can trick our brains sometimes. We make connections between certain colours and tastes. We expect red and orange food to taste sweet. We expect green and white food to taste sour and we expect white food to taste salty.

All of this is not good news for some scientists who believe that some added food colourings are not good for our health and can lead to serious problems. For example, they believe that these colourings can lead to attention problems in children. They would like to see a ban on artificial colouring in food, but so far there is not enough evidence that what they think is true, so that ban is unlikely. And the big food manufacturers are not going to stop adding colouring if they don’t have to. If brightly coloured food sells better, they are not going to stop adding the colour. There is one colour though that they won’t be adding – blue!

All you need to know about the pizza

My favourite is ham and mushroom, my brother always goes for pepperoni. My mum likes spinach and ricotta, and then there’s the calzone when it’s folded in two with the tomato sauce in the middle – that’s my dad’s favourite. I’m talking, of course, about the pizza – that important Italian meal that I don’t think I could live without and I’m not the only one. Just take a look at any supermarket shelves – there are fresh ones, frozen ones, ones you make yourself. Just take a walk down any high street and see for yourself how many pizza restaurants and takeaways there are. Like most of the rest of the world we Brits are true lovers of that flattened circular piece of dough topped with tomato sauce, mozzarella and whatever other ingredients we might choose to add. But how much do we really know about the pizza?

For example, did you know that there are basically two types of pizza, the Roman and the Neapolitan, but they’re quite different from each other? The Neapolitan version has a thick, soft base*, while the Roman pizza tends to have a thin, crispy crust*. Thick-based or thin-based? Most people have a favourite. I personally think that both of them are delicious!

Of course, both the Romans and the Neapolitans think their pizza is the best, but people in Naples consider theirs as the real one, and they have good reason to think so, because it was in Naples that the pizza was invented in the 19th century. The first pizza restaurant opened in Naples in 1830, but for a long time it was just a local speciality, and it was mainly the poor who ate it. But in 1889, King Umberto I and his food-loving queen decided they wanted to try a pizza, so they ordered some from the Pietro il Pizzaiolo. Two pizzas were taken to the palace. The queen really liked the one with fresh tomatoes, basil, and slices of mozzarella cheese. The Queen’s name was Margherita and that’s how the world’s most famous pizza got its name.

The rest, as they say, is history and these days the pizza is enjoyed all over the world. Of course, one of the best things about pizza is that you can make it yourself, but make sure you learn how to toss the dough. One thing that both Roman and Neapolitan pizza chefs agree on is that you should never use a rolling pin* to make that dough!

Fighting food waste

There are many projects that deal with food loss and waste. The loss and waste in Europe per person and per year is 280 kilogrammes. One of the many initiatives that deal with the problem is REFRESH, a project funded by the EU in which 26 partners from 12 European countries and China work together to reduce food loss and waste. The project ran from 2015 to 2019. Young people could hand in their projects and then everybody could vote on the projects. One of the projects got a very high score – and that was Zero Waste by a Romanian girl. This is what she said about it: 

“Hello, I am Ioana Man from Aiud, Romania, and this is how our project called Zero Waste came to be. I took part in a youth exchange called Think global, act local organised by Eufemia in Torino, Italy, and there I got the idea of reducing food waste by giving the food that was to be thrown away to the people who really needed it. People were talking about food waste projects all the time so when I returned to Romania, I met with Diana Calin, from the Society for Responsible Consumption, and told her about my idea of a zero-waste project in Aiud, my hometown. We found three needy* families from Aiud and asked them to join us and go to the market in order to collect wasted food. I was a little sceptical about the farmers’ reaction, but to our surprise, they were happy to help! Some were even relieved and asked us, ‘Where have you been all this time?!’

That first day we collected around 100 kg of cabbage, cauliflower*, peppers, tomatoes, aubergines and fruits that would have ended in the bin and instead shared it with the needy families. Two bakeries donated bread and everyone went home happy. We now have a lot of new volunteers. Together we collected over 800 kg of food and helped over 50 people from Aiud. We want to connect the farmers and the needy families so that this sharing will work by itself in the future.”

Of course, Ioana’s project is only one of many. One of the finalists in 2017 was Foodsharing Austria. They are making people aware of food waste. They have established an online platform where people can offer the food they do not need. So far, they have saved millions of tons of food.

	It’s the world’s most unique and exclusive airline. You can’t book a ticket to fly (1)___. In fact, there are no tickets to buy anyway. But for those who fly this airline it is 100% free, and what is more, they will fly right up to your front door to collect you. However, to use it you must be pretty ill and live in the Australian outback (2)___. 


	It is, of course, the RFDS or, as it is known by its full name, the Royal Flying Doctor Service and it provides health care and emergency services to victims of illness or accident, 24 hours a day, seven days a week in the remotest regions of Australia. The area it covers is enormous – (3)___.


	Unlike other airlines, there is no check-in or security check to pass through and you can leave your passport at home. That is probably because most passengers (4)___ are unconscious. Forget in-flight entertainment – there is none and the only meal you are likely to get is fed to you in liquid form through a needle in your arm.
