	There are many different types of tests designed to tell us what kind of person we are. Teenagers and tech

It’s 7.45 a.m. on a Saturday morning and 15-year-old Jack is already out of bed. He’s counting the minutes. They seem to be going by so slowly. At 8 a.m. he’s allowed to get out his tablet and go online. At 8 a.m. he can start gaming. It’s a deal he doesn’t really want to make with his parents. No tech time until 8 a.m. at the weekends. He doesn’t want to waste a minute of it.

Traditionally, teenagers have used the weekend mornings to catch up on sleep. Parents would yell up the stairs, “Thomas – it’s midday. Are you ever going to get out of that bed!” This no longer seems to be the problem. Many tech-obsessed teens are waking earlier and earlier so they can start their online life sooner. Suddenly it seems they are no longer tired out by school from Monday to Friday. If anything, many are getting up earlier than they would if they had school. But it’s not that they are going to bed any earlier. These same teens who are rising well before their parents on Saturdays and Sundays are also going to bed later and those evening hours are filled with – tech. If Jack was allowed to, he’d have his tablet in his bedroom, which would probably mean no sleep at all. His parents aren’t so silly. Another rule means that all Jack’s tech must be on the kitchen table overnight. Jack just thinks they’re mean.

The teenage obsession with technology is perhaps the biggest headache of modern parenting and trying to strike a balance between a healthy number of hours online and offline each day is causing more family arguments than ever before. Of course, parents have faced threats from other forms of teen addiction before. For my parents it was the TV, and it may seem crazy to us today, but there was a time when some parents were worried by the amount of time their children spent with their heads in books. Imagine if that was the only thing we had to worry about these days. But the tech obsession seems different. The companies behind it know how to make their games especially addictive. They add elements to them meaning the player has to return daily if they don’t want to lose progress up the leader boards. These games often start off free, but it’s not long before ways of spending money are introduced. These games are seductive and soon most teenagers fall under their spell leaving millions of anxious parents wondering what they can do to break it.

Celebrity obsession

Do you spend your time thinking about what Kim Kardashian is doing? Do you search the newspapers for the latest information on your favourite soap stars’ private lives? Well, you are not alone. More and more people are becoming obsessed with the lives of the rich and famous. In fact, it has become so common that this psychological condition has now been given a name: Celebrity Worship Syndrome or CWS for short.

And the statistics are quite concerning. CWS affects* around one third of the population with one in four suffering so badly that it interferes with their lives. 

Researchers have identified three different levels of CWS. If you are suffering from the least serious form then the most serious thing you have to be worried about is your friends getting bored by you continually talking about your heroes. At the second level, things start to get a bit more serious and people suffering this have started to feel they have quite intense personal relationships with their chosen celebrities. The highest level of CWS is only shown by 2% of sufferers, but it is very serious. People suffering from it are often loners who find it difficult to make friends in real life. They feel they have a special bond with their celebrity. They believe they are friends with them and often say they would be willing to die for them. In the most extreme cases they may try to meet the celebrity in real life. This is when things can turn dangerous. If they feel the celebrity has ignored them, they may start to interfere more directly. This is known as stalking and can be very upsetting for the victim. Often police are called in and it can lead to the CWS sufferer spending time in prison if they cannot find a way to end their obsession.

Psychologists are not sure why more and more people are suffering from CWS, but there are several theories. Perhaps the most popular theory is that in this modern world where it is becoming more and more difficult to meet people in the real world, people are turning to online friendships instead. Since so many celebrities seem happy to share the details of their personal lives on social media with everyone, people have started to count them as their friends. They start to believe that the celebrities are posting their comments directly to them. But of course this is not true.

Fair Trade for all

Every second in every part of the world, trade is taking place. Every time someone buys something, whether it be a 10-year-old boy buying a lollipop in the local sweet shop or a huge multinational software company paying billions for a new tech company, a trade has taken place. But trade is not just a way of buying goods and services; it’s also an extremely important way of helping poorer countries improve the standard of living for their citizens. 

But of course, it needs to be fair. It often isn’t. If the poorer nations could access* just 1% of all the world’s trade, then 100 million people worldwide could be taken out of poverty. But the poor countries do not have the money they need to help them trade competitively with the richer nations.

All international trade is watched by the World Trade Organisation (WTO). Its rules are made up by its members. These rules often favour* the rich countries and ignore the poor ones. One of the biggest problems of international trade comes from tariffs on imported goods*. A tariff is a kind of tax that the richer countries put on products that come from other countries. These tariffs are higher on man-made goods and lower on natural goods such as cocoa and coffee. 

Poorer countries need to improve their own conditions before they can trade internationally. For example, they need a good infrastructure so that they can export more easily. This means they need better ports, roads and airports. All of this costs money.

These countries can get loans* and foreign aid, but this money often comes at a price. The nations that accept foreign aid often find it difficult to sell the things they produce to their own people because they can be imported at a cheaper price.

Celebrity obsession


Do you spend your time thinking about Kim Kardashian? Do you search the newspapers for the latest information on soap stars’ private lives? Well, you are not alone. More and more people are obsessed with the lives of the rich and famous. In fact, it has become so common that this psychological condition has now been given a name: Celebrity Worship Syndrome or CWS for short. CWS affects* around one third of the population, and one in four of them suffer so badly that it interferes with their lives. 

Researchers have identified three different levels of CWS. The least serious form just means that your friends get bored by you continually talking about your heroes. At the second level, things are a bit more serious. Sufferers feel they have quite intense personal relationships with their chosen celebrities. Only 2% suffer from the highest level of CWS, but it is very serious. These people are often loners who find it difficult to make friends in real life. They feel they have a special bond with their celebrity. They believe they are friends and often say they would be willing to die for them. In the most extreme cases they may try to meet the celebrity in real life. This is when things can turn dangerous. If they feel the celebrity has ignored them, they may start to interfere more directly. This is ‘stalking’, and can be very upsetting for the victim. Often police are called in. Sometimes CWS sufferers go to prison if they cannot find a way to end their obsession.

Psychologists are not sure why CWS is becoming more common, but there are several theories. This is perhaps the most popular theory: because it is more and more difficult to meet people in the real world, people are turning to online friendships. Since so many celebrities seem happy to share the details of their personal lives on social media, people have started to count them as their friends. They start to believe that the celebrities are posting their comments directly to them. But of course this is not true.

Finally, a word or two about hair. You probably don’t think humans are very hairy, especially compared with chimpanzees. In fact, chimpanzees and humans have about the same number of hairs on their bodies – around five million. But whereas chimps have long dark hairs, we mostly have very short, almost invisible ones.

You are how you sleep

There are many different types of tests that tell us our personality. They usually ask questions about how we might react in various imaginary situations. However, now there is a personality test for which we only need to sleep. Researchers at the Sleep Advisory Service have spent hours studying people sleeping. They now believe there is a link between our position in bed and the type of person we are. We all know that body language often gives important clues about this. Scientists now believe that our sleeping body language can do the same thing. They have identified five common sleeping positions and linked each one to personality types.

The most common sleeping position is ‘the foetus’. This is when the person sleeps with their body curled up like an unborn baby in the womb*. People who adopt the foetus position when they fall asleep appear very strong but have very kind hearts. They are often shy on first encounters, but open up when they get to know someone better.

If you lie on your side with your arms down by your side when you fall asleep then you are in the ‘log’ position. These people tend to be very sociable and find it easy to make friends. They are also very trusting.

‘The yearner’ is when the person falls asleep on their side, but with their arms out in front of them. These people can be very suspicious and find it difficult to trust. They also find it difficult to make decisions, but when they do, they very rarely change their minds.

If you lie on your back with your arms down beside your body then you fall asleep in the ‘soldier’ position. People who do this are often very quiet and like to keep themselves to themselves. They often expect very high standards from themselves and other people.

The ‘freefall’ is when the person falls asleep on their front with their head to one side and their arms around a pillow. These people are very outgoing and are often very loud in public. Underneath they can be very sensitive and take criticism very badly.
