Christmas Workshop

In this Christmas workshop I have set up different centers for you. 

Listening :

There is a listening center where you can listen to three different Christmas songs. Listen to all three of them and choose the one that you like best. Then try to write the text of this song on a sheet of paper. You'll have to stop and listen several times! You may of course work with a partner and compare and complete your texts if you want to. Check your version of the lyrics with a solution sheet.

Reading:

On another table you will find two different Christmas stories. Choose one and find a quiet place to read it carefully. Try to imagine the scenes described in the story. What is the most important idea or picture in your story? Imagine you are asked to illustrate the story for a Christmas book. What would your illustration be like. Draw it into your reading diary and write a short response. Then compare your finished illustration with a partner and explain why you have chosen this picture and what you think of the story.

Writing: 

Write a Christmas alphabet. Find a Christmas-related word or phrase with each letter and write them nicely on a sheet. Compare your Christmas alphabet with a partner's.

Christmas Crossword:

Do the crossword puzzle.

Boardgame: Climbing the Christmas tree

Play the game in groups of 3 or 4.

Optional tasks:

There is a big paper on the wall. It's going to be our 2b crossword tree. Add a few questions or definitions to the tree! Let's decorate it together! Use the green paper strips for the crossword grid in the tree and other colors for the clues. Number your strips after sticking them on the poster.

Play the game chimneys and reindeer in small groups.
