Domino: Common childhood illnesses

	When you have a cold you often also have this is sudden and often repetitively occurring reflex which helps to clear the large breathing passages from mucus.
	German Measles / Rubella
	The primary symptom of this virus infection is the appearance of a red rash on the face which spreads to the trunk and limbs and usually fades after three days. An infection of a pregnant woman by this virus can be very dangerous for the baby.
	Measles

	The classical symptoms of this childhood illness include four day fevers, the three Cs—cough, coryza (runny nose) and conjunctivitis (red eyes) and a rash (red to dark brown in color).
	Chickenpox
	It usually starts with a skin rash (blisters) mainly on the body and head rather than at the periphery and becomes itchy.
If you scratch too much the blisters may leave scars.
	Lyme disease

	This is an infectious disease caused by ticks. (Ticks are little insects that bite you and suck your blood). A round red circle on the skin around the bite is one of the first symptoms of this disease.
	Flu (Influenza)
	Usually the first symptoms are chills or a chilly sensation, but fever is also common early in the infection, with body temperatures ranging from 38-39°C. Other common symptoms are: cough, body aches, headaches, a runny nose…
	Mumps

	This is a viral disease. Symptoms include: An inflammation of the parotid gland (a swollen neck), fever, headache, an inflammation of the testicles (when boys are affected).
	Head lice
	Makes your scalp itch because of little parasites in your hair that bite you and suck your blood.

	This is the forceful expulsion of the contents of one's stomach through the mouth and sometimes the nose. Before you usually feel sick.
	Diarrhea
	This is the condition of having three or more loose or liquid bowel movements (stool) per day
	Acute bronchitis

	This is an inflammation of the large bronchi  in the lungs. Symptoms include cough, sputum (phlegm) production, shortness of breath and wheezing related to the obstruction of the inflamed airways.
	Tonsillitis
	This is an inflammation of the tonsils most commonly caused by viral or bacterial infection. Symptoms include: red and/or swollen tonsils, white or yellow patches on the tonsils, tender, stiff, and/or swollen neck, sore throat, and fever.
	Skin rash

	This is a change of the skin which affects its color, appearance or texture. This condition may cause the skin to change color, itch, become warm, bumpy, dry, cracked or blistered, swell and may be painful.
	Scarlet fever
	The symptoms of this childhood disease are sore throat, fever, a right red tongue with a "strawberry" appearance and a rash which is fine, red, and rough-textured.
