Conditional 2 or unreal conditional

1) The first activity that I have found on Teach-This.com is called “Characterization”
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This is an example of Ideas Sheet:
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whereas Characterization Sheets are made like this:
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LEARNING STAGES 

Awareness raising
The example of the sentence written on the Characterization Sheet and the repetition of the given pattern If X were a…, s/he would be a… give the students the chance to come up with the rule and to understand the new grammar notion.

Conceptualization and hypothesis building
In order to match the categories isted on the Ideas Sheet and to imagine which kind of characteristics could best describe their classmates, the students have to build hypotheses.

Proceduralization in scaffolded condition
Those hypotheses can be formulated in scaffolded conditions, on the basis of the limited categories given by the worksheets and following the example sentence of if-clause that can be found in the Characterization Sheet.

PEDAGOGICAL PRINCIPLES

Depth of processing - Authenticity of process
The activity of thinking about the most relvant features of the classmates and the best way to define them by finding a correlate in the given chategories activates memory and imagination; the guessing game stimulates sense of observation and the ability of making connections. 

Personalization
The exercise puts the grammar notion in a context that can be meaningful for the learners (their school and their class play an important part in their lives) and involves a certain knowledge of the classmates. 

Commitment filter
The students are required to formulate true sentences and are motivated to find the  right match between given categories and real people they know; the exercise is thought as a competition and a guessing game that can be very motivating.

Peer/social learning and interaction
The learners have to work in group and talk to each other to share their ideas and knowledge in order to find solutions and to link the grammar rules to the sentences they want to build. This activities are a good way of interacting and learning together. 

Testing vs. teaching
I would say that this is a good teaching exercise. 


2) The second exercise is taken from an internet site called TEFLtastic Blog
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LEARNING STAGES 

Conceptualization and hypothesis building
Hypothesis building and conceptualization are activated in section A when students have to complete the sentences and in section B when they have to guess the missing parts. 

Proceduralization in scaffolded condition
The scaffolded conditions are given by the pre-formulated if-clauses, on the basis of which the learners can build their sentences, but they have to alreadyknow the grammatical notion of conditional 2. Other scaffolded conditions are the example sentences of part B that have to be used in the dialogues. 

PEDAGOGICAL PRINCIPLES

Depth of processing
Depth of processing is necessary in order to formulate the second halves of the sentences in part A: the learners have to imagine themselves in the given situations and think about which kind of attitudes, feelings or reactions those situations would provoke.  

Personalization
The situations in which the students have to imagine themselves can be meaningful for the learners’ age and the exercise involve personal answers. 

Commitment filter
The sentences of part A have to be true and not only grammatically correct, and part B, encourages the students’ motivation through the activity of guessing.

Peer/social learning and interaction
After a first individual activity, section B involves peer interaction: students have to communicate their completed sentences to the other group members and talk to each other in order to guess which one of the given sentences could be the missing part of what the partner has said.

I would use this exercise, which involves integrated skills (speaking and writing), as well as  individual and group work, for revising and testing.

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Chardcterizations
In this teaching activity, students practice making present unreal (second) conditional
sentences using the verb to be. Working in small teams, students imagine their classmates
as other things, like colours or flowers. They listen to the characterizations imagined by other
teams and try to identify the classmates described.

Before class, make one copy of the Ideas sheet, Answer sheet and Characterization sheet
for each team.

Procedure
Divide students into teams of 4 or 5 students.
Hand out one copy of the Ideas sheet and the Characterization sheet to each team.

In their teams, students match class members with a category on the Ideas sheet, and then
think of an example of  thing in that category that fits that person and a reason why.

Example:

The team might characterize Jane as a building and specifically as a library, because she
likes reading.

On the Characterization sheet, students write characterizations in unreal conditional
sentences, putting an X instead of the student's name like thi

If X were a building, she would be a library, because she likes to read.

When all the teams have completed their Ideas and Characterization sheets, each team
partners up with another team. Now, hand out the Answer sheet.

One team goes first and reads their characterizations to the other team. Each student in the
team takes it in tums to read one sentence. Students should be careful not to read students’
names. Instead, they should say ‘X"

The other team listens to each characterization in turn and fils out their Answer sheet. They
complete the specific examples and reasons mentioned next to the correct category. They
then try to identify the person being characterized and write their name next to the category.

Then, they read their answer to the other team to see if they are correct. The other team
confirms the right answer.

When all the characterizations have been given, they swap roles.

‘The team with the highest number of correct matches wins.
