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1. I found the following exercise in English Grammar in Use: Supplementary Exercises by Louise Hashemi with Raymond Murphy, on page 55. The learning stage is ‘proceduralization in scaffolded conditions’ but the students already have to form whole sentences using ‘if’. They can write down any sentence that comes to their mind and fit with the given answer. Therefore this exercise involves mental processing and is personalized. The task involves no social learning or interaction as they have to create sentences on their own. However, the follow-up task below, exercise number 93, could be easily done with a partner, asking him or her the given question with ‘if’ and he or she has to come up with a true answer. I think the students will be committed to do this exercise as it is much more fun than the first exercise above, and they can bring in many of their own ideas and experiences.
