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Introduction:
You are going to be divided into groups of 4-5. Each of you then gets the same amount of play money from me. Then you get “Tell the Truth” and “Tell a Lie” cards from me, with which you have to make one pile at the centre of your table. 

Your group is given a sheet with possible questions which you can ask each other. The first student starts and asks someone else in his/her group a “Have you ever question” from the extra sheet.

The student who is asked the question should draw a card from the pile of “Tell the Truth” or “Tell a Lie” cards and answer according to the card.

The rest of the group members are allowed to ask 3 more follow-up questions in order to find out if the person who answered the question is telling the truth or lying. 

Then everyone in your group, except for the student who answered, bet on whether the student told the truth or lied. It is the student answering the question that must pay the bets to the others. The maximum amount of money you can bet is 5 dollars, so no one goes completely bankrupt on one question.

Example:

In a group of six students (made up of Chandler, Joey, Monica, Phoebe, Rachel and Ross) Ross starts and decides to ask Monica, “Have you ever stayed up all night”. Monica, who has never stayed up all night, draws a “Tell a Lie” card and answers, “Yes, I have.” 

3 follow-up questions are allowed; Joey begins and asks “When?” Monica replies, “Last summer”. Phoebe then asks Monica, “Who were you with?” Monica replies, “My cousin.” Chandler asks Monica, “Where were you?” Monica replies, “In our cabin.” Rachel then asks, “What did you do all night?” Ross steps in and says, “Three questions are up. It’s time to bet.”

Ross: “5 dollars it’s a lie”
Phoebe: “5 dollars. Truth”
Chandler: “uh…2 dollars, lie”
Joey: “2 dollars she’s lying”
Rachel: “4 dollars she’s telling the truth”

Monica then shows her “Tell a Lie” card. She collects Phoebe’s and Rachel’s money, since they were wrong, but has to pay Ross 5 dollars, Joey 2 dollars and Chandler 2 dollars.

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Present Perfect Simple / Past Tense
Notion: Experience / Events in the past

	Depth of processing
	Is fulfilled. The students have to form the sentences independently and they have to come up with the right form on their own. When they ask their group members the “follow-up” questions, the students have to switch between the notions “experience” and “events in the past”. In this way the students have to be mentally active, since they have to decide which tense they use while answering the questions.

	Dual processing (language/world) Authenticity of process
	Is only partly fulfilled. It is authentic when the students have to tell the truth, because also in real life they could be ask these kinds of questions by their friends. Lying, on the other hand, is not very authentic – although it is an important part of this game.

	Personalization
	Is fulfilled. Especially when the students have to tell the truth. However, also when they are forced to lie, they can come up with their own ideas and stories.

	Commitment Filter
	Is fulfilled. Firstly, the students are curious about the answers of their group members. Secondly, they might be interested in winning the game. Thirdly, they are allowed to lie and trick their classmates, which they are normally not allowed to do.

	Peer/Social learning
	Is fulfilled. The game is played in groups of 4-5 people.

	Testing vs. Teaching
	It is a teaching activity. The aim is to make the students exercise the structure and that they have fun while doing so.
