Activity 3.1: Roll the dice! (Based on: Palley, Jeremy Harmer. Your Turn.
Workbook 2 (p.67). Langenscheidt.)
Play the game in groups of four or five. You need dice and counters. Move along the
board and ask your right-hand neighbor ‘Have you ever…?’ questions. When your
neighbor answers, ‘Yes, I have’, you can go on rolling the dice and ask further questions.
When your neighbor, however, answers your question with, ‘No, I have not’, it is his or
her turn
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Activity 3.2: Who am I? (An Interview)
Each student gets a post-it note on which he or she has to
write the name of a famous person who everyone in the
classroom is familiar with. Then they stick the post-it on
the forehead of the person sitting left to them.
Now students move around the classroom and ask each
person they meet one question starting with ‘Have I
ever…?’. (For example, ‘Have I ever starred in a movie?’) They
can also take notes on a sheet of paper. The student who
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
