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[bookmark: _Toc503419259]1. Introduction

For students who are studying a foreign language to become a teacher the topic of teaching grammar is most likely one of the most intimidating prospects of their future carrier. Similar to our own experience, many pupils think grammar lessons to be extremely dull and tedious. Unfortunately, teaching/learning grammar often means reading a rather theoretical explanation of the use of for example a specific tense and do boring fill-in exercises. After one month or so, all you had known about this form is obviously lost. But how can we – as future teachers – avoid that? What should we do differently? As we will show in the following, one solution to these question is to distance oneself form the “traditional” and often outdated approach of teaching grammar and use a more innovative and successful one, namely communicative grammar.
In this paper we will therefore demonstrate ways to teach grammar, or more precisely the so-called “going to” future more effectively. The first and probably most difficult step in this endeavor was to switch from the “traditional” way of teaching grammar to the meaning-based approach of communicative grammar. So instead of taking one form as for example the “going to future” and list all its different uses, we start with the meaning (concept) that is being expressed.  The advantage of this strategy is that students do not have to make a detour in order to express themselves. We want to avoid that students have to think back at all the different meanings of one form and then puzzle out which is the appropriate one.  Accordingly, we approach this topic by introducing the notion of plans and intentions and the correct form to articulate it.

[bookmark: _Toc503419260]2. Course Materials

The activities in this paper are designed to teach the “going to” future. Our approach is to teach the notion of plans and intentions. 
These activities are aimed for students at level A2 or 2nd to 3rd grade of NMS or AHS. 
As already said, in order to give the students a better understanding of the meaning the communicative grammar approach is used. This approach is based on four learning stages, awareness raising, conceptualization and hypothesis building, proceduralization in scaffolded conditions and performance in real-time context. These stages are based on each other. The communicative grammar approach promotes the learners´ creativity, authentic and realistic examples close to the learners´ experience and involving as many senses as possible. 
In this paper we created and collected exercises for every learning stage mentioned above. The yellow boxes include instructions and tips for teachers and every exercise is analysed according to the quit check grammar chart. In addition to that, we included further material in the appendix. 


[bookmark: _Toc503419261]2.1 Activity 1: What are your Plans?

	Instructions for teachers

	
Start by talking about the upcoming weekend and tell the students some activities you are planning to do on the weekend. For example,  “On the weekend I am going to visit my mother in Vienna and I am going to eat ice cream and some Sachertorte.” Afterwards ask the students what their plans for the weekend are. Make sure that the language used is the one you are aiming for. Correct the students if necessary. Collect some of the answers and write them on the board. 
Afterwards ask the students what they have noticed and try to find together a concept when this language is used. 




	
Exercise Analysis 


	
Learning stage: Awareness Raising
· Students are repeatedly confronted with the same sentence structure.
· Without noticing they are exposed to new grammar.

	
Pedagogical Principles/Communicative Criteria

	
Depth of processing and Complex encoding
	
· Students will be mentally active and without noticing exposed to grammar by many similar examples. Students will use their “world-knowledge” by building their own concept about the similarities of the sentences. 

	
Commitment filter
	
· Students can relate to the sentences since it is what they or their classmates are planning to do. It might be even interesting for some to know what their teacher does on the weekend. 

	
Peer and social learning and interaction
	/
· This is an oral activity but the problem with this activity might be that only the same students are going to talk. This, however, can be omitted by encouraging specific students to speak since this is a topic everybody can talk about. 

	

Personalisation
	
· Students do have the opportunity to draw on their own experience and it is one of the aims of this activity, to make students confident with a topic they can talk about and at the same time making them familiar with new grammar.

	
Contextualisation
	
· The context in this activity is talking about plans and intentions and it can be embedded in a communicative context. 

	
Authenticity of process
	
· The language used is authentic and is used in a regular conversation just the same as it is in the activity.

	
Task-based
	
· The task in this activity is on one hand to find out what their classmate´s and even their teacher´s plans for the weekend are and on the other hand to find out a concept for this sentence form. 

	
Testing versus teaching
	
· This activity supports only teaching and no testing because students are given examples at first on how to use the language correctly and are also helped by the teacher when creating the sentences on their own.

Preparation: Cut out the sentences below and foil-coat them. Make sure that there are enough sets of clippings so that students can work in pairs.	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: just a technical tip: that is a lot of work – you can avoid this by printing the sentences (or game cards) on 120 gram paper. This paper is strong enough to be used for MANY years, without laminating.

Correction:
The sentences can be corrected in the plenary or by each pair of students on their own by checking their solution with the correction (hand-out). Anyways, it’s probably best to hand out the correction as the clippings will be returned to the teacher. This way, students will have many examples for expressing plans and intentions.

Grammar rule:
Before the students write down their rule, it is important to make sure that everyone understood the concept of plans and intentions. Therefore it would be advisable to discuss it before the rule is actually written down. To be on the save side, you could hand out a piece of paper with the rule on it and let them glue it into their exercise or grammar book.

Here, all they do is match the sentences. Since they are not talking about their own plans and intentions, they will only see the context – not the plans and intentions. In the Newby exercise, you have to come up with these fitting plans yourself – so the concept will always be present in the learners’ minds.

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Exercise Analysis 


	
Learning stage: Conceptualization and hypothesis building
· Students are confronted with the concept of plans/intentions without drawing attention to it at first – later they can build their own hypotheses based on the received input.
· The numerous examples also make the students familiar with the concept and the form used to express it.


	
Pedagogical Principles/Communicative Criteria

	


Depth of processing and Complex encoding
	
· With this exercise students will process grammar “unconsciously” – they are not explicitly made aware of the concept but exposed to a lot of different examples – then they have to figure out about the concept themselves.
· One could also include new vocabulary, but that maybe makes the exercise too demanding.

	

Commitment filter
	/
· Students might be curious to find out which sentences match and whether their solutions are correct.
· Problem: the sentences are rather decontextualized (see below) and do not really have to do something with the students themselves.

	
Peer and social learning and interaction
	
· Students have to work in pairs to find the correct solution. This means that they have to work together as a team and in the case of disagreement find a compromise.

	

Personalisation
	
· Many of the sentences are about imagined characters – maybe some students have similar plans for the future and associate with them but the fact remains that with this exercise students have no possibility to express their own t ideas and thoughts.

	

Contextualisation
	/
· The sentences are quite decontextualized (unknown persons, some statements might not be relatable to the students  unauthentic).
· Only later will students discover that there is some kind of context, namely talking about plans and intentions.

	
Authenticity of process
	/
· The language used is only authentic to some extend – several of the sentences sound rather artificial due to the fact that some kind of background information (yellow clippings) has to be given to match the sentences expressing plans/intentions (green clippings).

	
Task-based
	/
· There is some kind of output – correctly matched sentences.
· The grammar rule they have to build by themselves can also be seen as output/end product.

	
Testing versus teaching
	/
· On the one hand this exercise is supposed to teach the concept of plans/intentions and the form used for it.
· On the other hand by coming up with their own hypotheses they can check/test whether they understood the meaning and how to express it.

plans and intentions are much stronger and clearer in the speaker’s mind. It’s about your REAL plans – the to-do list in your mind.

Don’t use this exercise here. Turn it into an activity to practice the will-future for predictions at some other point in time.

	Instructions for teachers

	1. Let the students read out loud the example sentences in the speech bubble before you do the exercise. 
2. Then each of the students gets a stack of little sheets of paper (they should have the same size as a post it). Before they start, they should have understood that they only write down one sentence per sheet. Additionally, students should be aware that they need to produce correct (grammar + spelling) sentences to win. It would probably also be advisable to give students some time to think before they start writing down their plans. 
3. When the five minutes are over, the students swap their little sheets with a partner and correct them.
4. Find out who has produced the most sentences (correct).




	
Exercise Analysis 


	
Learning stage: Proceduralization in scaffolded conditions/ Performance in a real-time context
· Students are already familiar with the concept and its form. So, this exercise focuses on repetition and on pondering in the concept plus the form used to articulate it.
· There are several examples to give students inspiration but also to provide some kind of framework (scaffolded conditions). However, there is also a real-time context (more or less) because children often talk about what to do once they are grown up.


	
Pedagogical Principles/ Communicative Criteria

	

Depth of processing and Complex encoding
	
· Students use their gained knowledge (how to talk about future plans and intentions) – they focus solely on this one concept.
· They also have to reactivate learnt vocabulary to come up with as many sentences as possible.

	


Commitment filter
	/
· There is competition connected to this exercise, which might motivate the students to give their best.
· However, working under stress and pressure could also be a disadvantage, as students rather focus on the number of sentences they manage to write down and not that much on the grammar, its correct use or the content of their sentences.

	Peer and social learning and interaction
	
· Students have to do the task on their own, yet they do correct each other’s sentences.
· All in all, the whole class is involved in this exercise.

	

Personalisation
	/
· Students have the opportunity to write down their own plans for the future.
· Problem: (as already said) they have to work under time pressure – so do they really write their OWN plans or will they start to make them up at some point.

	
Contextualisation
	
· The context of this exercise is clear: what are you going to do when you are older?

	

Authenticity of process
	/
· In general, the language is used in a natural way – (at least I assume that) this is the way how native speaker would talk.
· Nevertheless, all the sentences will probably sound more or less the same. (which could be advantageous for proceduralization).
· At some point, students will probably write down sentences which are not necessarily true, just for the sake of winning.Yet, is that really a problem?

	

Task-based
	/
· Students will have an output – little stag of sheets – and the some knowledge about their classmates (of the one they corrected the sentences).
· However, for some students the only purpose will probably be to win.

	
Testing versus teaching
	/
· This exercise focuses mainly on testing, i.e. students can check whether they are able or how good they are at talking about their future plans.
· Teaching: example sentences to demonstrate the concept + form.


[bookmark: _Toc503419264]2.4 Activity 4: Plans for the Christmas holidays

	Instructions for teachers

	
With this exercise students get a little calendar where they have to write down their plans and intentions for the Christmas holidays. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: this activity will work – but it will be more authentic if you leave out the calender. Just ask them to write a list or a mindmap of things they are planning to do in the X-mas holidays.
The calendar suggests something fixed – a fixed arrangement. That would be expressed in the present progressive: On the 24th we are meeting our neighbors for coffee, and in the afternoon my aunt is coming over…

You could, of course, have some going to in there as well – these two are very close – it depends on the degree of “fixedness” in the speaker’s mind.

When  teaching this, the calendar strongly suggests a fixed arrangement!

Preparation:
You only have to cut out the sheets for the calendar (see Appendix) and staple them together to produce a little booklet. (Of course it would be preferable to print it in color.)

Tip:
This calendar could also be used for the Easter holidays, Semester break etc.

	Instructions for teachers

	
This exercise using the calendar is split in two parts, because we also want students to talk about their plans with their class mates. Here it is best to make sure that they do the oral activity with people they do not that well, because they have probably already discussed their plans with their best friends. The oral activity will also give them new ideas about what to write when doing the homework. 

Dictionaries will also be of good use. Additionally, encourage the students to ask for new vocabulary to express their plans. 






	
Exercise Analysis 


	
Learning stage: Proceduralization in scaffolded conditions
· There is much guidance in this activity: in addition to the instruction, example sentences are given to make sure that students understand what they have to do.
· In order to stimulate creativity and provide some ideas for their plans some vocabulary is given.
· Repetition of the going-to-structure in combination with the format of the calendar, which represents the notion of plans /intentions, allows students to internalize this meaning of the form.


	
Pedagogical Principles/ Communicative Criteria

	

Depth of processing and Complex encoding
	
· The grammar used for this concept is put into practice as students write down their own plans and intentions – calendar is used as a symbol.	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: symbols are great, but they need to be the right ones.
· Additionally, students learn new vocabulary (they should be encouraged to use other new vocabulary to express their thoughts – e.g. by using a dictionary or asking the teacher) and have to come up with their own ideas. 

	

Commitment filter
	
· Holidays are always an enjoyable time to which kids are definitely looking forward to. Ergo, this exercise will take their minds off school and allows them to put their plans into writing (= fun, enjoyment).
· maybe there is also a feeling of success after doing this exercise as 

	
Peer and social learning and interaction
	/
· The writing exercise is meant to be done on one’s own.
· Social interaction takes place in the oral task. Here students have to possibility to discuss their real and personal plans with a class mate.

	
Personalisation
	
· Students are able to write down their OWN ideas (also commitment filter) and can draw on their experience when planning their holidays.

	

Contextualisation
	/
· There is a clear communicative context which can be adapted to other situations e.g. Easter holidays, semester break.
· Context a bit unauthentic – who writes down their plans for each day of the holidays in a calendar?

	
Authenticity of process
	/
· The language used here sounds very natural, however, the sentences won’t be very complex and will be constructed more or less in the same way.

	
Task-based
	
· Especially after filling the boxes with pictures, students have a little booklet they can be proud of (much effort was put into creating it) = end product.
· Yet, one could call the purposefulness of the task into question – (as already said) why write down my plans for each day in a calendar?

	
Testing versus teaching
	/
· Both components can be found in this exercise – students can apply what they have learnt in theory in a personal context.
·  If the concept is not fully understood yet, it is demonstrated by this exercise. So the connection between meaning and form is strengthened.
· It’s also very likely that new vocabulary is learnt.

· This activity is a group work activity. Students have the opportunity to find out about their classmates and will have to listen and speak.

· One aim of this activity is, beside using the correct grammar, to think about their own future.

· The context of this activity can be embedded in a communicative way. 

	
Authenticity of process

· The language used in this activity is authentic, however, in a real conversation the guessing may not take place.

	Instructions for teachers
