 This class aims to introduce the new vocabulary and the structures of the simple present tense. For most parts, the lesson raises awareness and helps the students to build hypotheses. Some scaffolded activities are also included. In the following lessons, they will proceduralize this knowledge. 
[bookmark: _Toc503210226]Activity 1: Teacher’s routine
Stage: Awareness raising (listening to the teacher), conceptualization and hypothesis building (talking about the lie and vocabulary in the present simple tense)
Material: picture cards and vocabulary cards (see Appendix)  	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: Can you imagine how much time I spend scrolling between page 1 and 24 if I do this for 25 students – that is only ONE of my classes.
A clear structure of materials is hugely important  -- even for yourself if you want to use these things in a few years’ time.

Time: ca. 10 - 15 minutes 	
Aim: students are made aware of the use of the present tense in combination with daily routines; new vocabulary is introduced 
Explanation for teachers: 
1. The teacher describes his/her routine and puts pictures of the activities on the board. There is one mistake in the daily routine that the students should find. 
“I’m going to tell you about my daily routine! However, I’m also going to tell you one thing that I actually don’t do normally … can you spot the lie?”  
For example: “I get up every day at 6 o’clock in the morning (puts picture where person gets up on the board). First, I go to the toilet (puts picture where person goes to the toilet on the board). Then, I take a shower and get dressed. Afterwards I have breakfast and read the newspaper. Around 7 o’clock I brush my teeth and comb my hair. I ride my horse to school. For the next few hours I teach English classes. At two o’clock I go home. I cook something and have lunch. In the afternoon, I correct homework and prepare the next lessons. At six o’clock the whole family has lunch together. Usually, we just eat something small. Afterwards we play games, meet friends or watch a movie. At ten o’clock I brush my teeth and go to bed.
2. Hand out vocabulary cards. “Now, everybody of you has a word or a phrase card. Who knows what their phrase means? Put it next to the picture on the board!” (ask what they see on picture no. 1 etc. if students don’t start to participate immediately) 

3. What do you think was the lie? Talk to your partner! Use these phrases: 
I think she doesn’t … ; I think …. is a lie. 

Analysis: 
	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	The learners need to think about the new words and the knowledge about normal daily routines, therefore they are going to be mentally active. 

	Commitment filter: 
	The learners should spot the lie; therefore, they need to listen to the story. Since everybody gets a vocabulary card they also have to think if they remember what that word meant.   

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	There is just a little speaking part, but mostly they have to listen carefully. 

	Personalisation: 
	They know what a daily routine in Austria is likely to look like and therefore have to draw on their personal experiences in order to spot the lie. 

	Contextualisation: 
	It is the first one of the exercises, but a couple of exercises regarding daily routines are going to follow. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	Yes, the phrases for spotting a lie are used a lot in English.  

	Task-based: 
	There is no real output. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	As long as the teacher provides a welcoming atmosphere in the classroom it supports teaching.

Stage: Proceduralization in scaffolded conditions 
Material: My routine – cards (appendix), vocabulary sheet (pictures/text: https://www.slideshare.net/krulynn/sem-2-l-5-daily-routine-flashcards ) 
Time: ca. 10 minutes 
Aim: students apply the present simple tense and the vocabulary they have just learned. 
Explanation for teachers: 
Students get “My routine”-cards. They fill in these cards with the activities given and two own examples. Faster students can draw one of these activities in the space below. These cards will be used in a later activity as well! 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: I am confused. I have been scrolling back and forth several times. I find a sheet on p 33 where I could fill in my personal routines, and the cards afterwards. What cards am I supposed to fill in --? Do you mean I should use the language on the cards to write about my routine on the sheet on p 33???


I understood this later, when I read the instructions for the kids.	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: two examples of their own
own needs: my own, their own … always a pers pronoun
Explanation for students: 
Take one of the “My  routine”-cards. What do you do on a typical day? When do you do the five activities that are written on the cards? Fill in the answers and try to find two more activities you do every day! You can also include a little drawing of yourself of an activity in the space below if there is time! 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: we need this ON the WORKSHEET. for the learners.
I still don’t know why they need the cards? Wouldn’T the sheet on p. 33 be good?
Analysis: 
	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	They need to combine the vocabulary they have just learned with their “world knowledge” of the everyday activities they do, therefore they have a lot to think about and connect.  

	Commitment filter: 
	The students probably enjoy this activity because they can produce something personal. Furthermore, they also get some room to be creative. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	This is something to work on alone.  

	Personalisation: 
	They write about what they do on their typical day. There are five things they all do very often and have to use, but there are also two sentences where they can write whatever they want.  

	Contextualisation: 
	It is clear that they use this language in order to talk about their routines since they do exactly this in this exercise.  

	Authenticity of process: 
	They use the language in a similar way that natives use it – just very simplified at this level. 

	Task-based: 
	They produce cards which show their daily routine. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	As long as students know that they are allowed to make mistakes as long as they try to do their best it supports teaching. If the teacher marks every card with a red pen, this feeling gets lost.

Stage: Awareness raising (reading), conceptualization and hypothesis building (questions) 
Material: worksheet (appendix) (source: Course material PPS2: Begleitende Lehrveranstaltung; Mag. Dr. Da Rocha and Mag. Weinzettl – slightly changed) 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: page 35
Time: ca. 10 - 15 minutes 
Aim: the students should realize that there is an additional -s when talking about the 3rd person, if someone finishes earlier they can compare and discuss their answers in pairs. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: how will they notice (not realize) this? It won’t happen automatically. The kids only see the content.
Students read the text on the worksheet and fill in the answers. If there are any questions, teachers help the students. The solutions are compared in class together. Afterwards, the teacher asks the students what rules they found for the -s and corrects these rules if necessary.  	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: Where and when did you ask them to find such a rule? How can they find the rule if this is all about a third person? Have a look at my awareness raising activity for the 3rd person s.
In order to notice this, you need to see both.
Analysis: 
	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	While the students read are reading they have to think about the words they have just learned and the meaning of the text. They can already see that there are questions afterwards, which will motivate them to try to understand the text.  

	Commitment filter: 
	The text is about a girl in Great Britain, therefore especially the kids who are interested in other cultures will enjoy this exercise. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	Social learning is only involved if they finish earlier. 

	Personalisation: 
	The personalized version of this task follows in the activity afterwards. 

	Contextualisation: 
	Yes, they first learned how to talk about their own routines and now they learn to talk about someone else’s routines, which they will apply shortly afterwards. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	They get input in order to form the answers, but this kind of scaffolding only helps them to find the right answers. The type of language they need to answer the questions is everyday language.  

	Task-based: 
	The outcome is a completed worksheet. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	As long as the teacher provides a welcoming atmosphere in the classroom it supports teaching. It must be clear for the students that mistakes are allowed.

Stage: Proceduralization in scaffolded conditions 
Material: My routine – cards (appendix)	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: I don’t know which cards you are referring to: the ones in the link – but not in the appendix? The big pictures on p. 26 ff or what? Sorry, I have already opened your paper on two big screens and am still lost. 

Time: ca. 10 minutes 
Aim: students apply the present simple tense and the vocabulary they have just learned. 
Explanation for teachers: 
Students take out their “My routine”-cards. They ask their partners (they should find someone they haven’t talked to a lot!) when they do x etc. They also ask what other activities they do.  Homework – write the routine of their partners; they should try to produce something nice since we’ll hang the texts up in class. 
Explanation for students: 
Find a partner! Both of you take out your “My routine”-cards. Ask your partner about his/her answers and write them down. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: put that in the right place. the kids need to be able to read this.

For example: “When do you get up?” “What else do you do?”  	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: At that point the kids will not be able to form these questions themselves. You are only just introducing the 3rd person s. Questions are good – but they will need to see them. Maybe you have put them somewhere in this project. 
As aFor homework, write a short text about the routine of your partner on a blank sheet of paper! 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: your partner’s routine (no of with people)
The beginning might look similar to this: 
My friend Joe gets up at 6 o’clock in the morning. He … 
We will make a gallery of all the people in class, therefore try to make it a very nice sheet! 
Analysis: 
	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	They need to think about the vocabulary, the present tense and what they know about the other person.   

	Commitment filter: 
	The students get to know their partners better. Since they probably don’t know them very well at this point, this might also be an interesting activity to see what habits the others have.  

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	They get to talk in groups of two. This is very engaging, especially since they probably want to find out if their partner has any cool/special/…. habits. 

	Personalisation: 
	They write down things about people they really know personally. 

	Contextualisation: 
	After talking about daily routines for almost a whole class, the context is very clear.   

	Authenticity of process: 
	Especially when trying to arrange meetings/… it is very likely that someone talks about their daily routine, and this is a first step for this activity that might follow a few weeks later. 

	Task-based: 
	As a homework, they should present their friend. Therefore there is a result that will be visible and this probably motivates them to do it well. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	As long as students know that they are allowed to make mistakes as long as they try to do their best it supports teaching. If the teacher marks every card with a red pen, this feeling gets lost. 

	This exercise supports learning processes … 
	





[bookmark: _Toc503210230]Lesson 2 and 3
These lessons aim to help the student practice the performance of the simple present tense in real-time contexts. The rules of the present simple should already be clear which allows the students to work on their own on different stations. While working on the stations they will find out that there is also another form ending with -ing, and they will explore these rules themselves – they need to do activity 9 and 10 first! In the next lesson it would be a good idea to repeat the present progressive once again to make sure that everybody has understood the rules (the teacher might not see all of the problems occurring in class)

Stage: Conceptualization and hypothesis building (revision) 
Material: Grammar folder
Time: ca. 15 minutes 
Aim: students think about what they have learned in the lesson before once more and try to make the grammar rule “theirs”
Explanation for students: 
Take out your grammar booklet! Make a page about the use of the Present Simple tense – this is the tense we use for example for routines. What do you remember? When do we need an -s? Find some example sentences from the text and the description of your own routine and add them. 
In case you don’t remember it anymore, don’t be afraid to ask your teacher! 
When you have finished this activity, bring your grammar folder to your teacher and let him/her check it. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: let --- is German
say: ask your teacher to check it.
Explanation for the teacher: 
Most of the time, students have several English classes a week. In case there are blocked lessons/… once a week it might be that the first lesson has already happened a few days before this lesson. If this happens make sure that the students know what to do and what the 3rd-person -s is, for example by presenting the texts they wrote as a homework.  Otherwise just read through the grammar pages afterwards and make sure that everybody is on the right track. 
	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	They need to rethink the rules they learned one/two days ago and write them down themselves. Therefore, everything that is not clear yet will probably arise as well and the teacher can explain these things once again. 

	Commitment filter: 
	The learners know that this is their resource in the future and that they will need this paper more often. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	They don’t work together in this activity, however I think that it is necessary to work on their own sometimes too in order to make sure that they really understood the rules. 

	Personalisation: 
	They should include their own examples to form the rule in their own words, therefore it is highly personalized. 

	Contextualisation: 
	They are learning to build the present tense at the moment, therefore the context is perfect for this activity. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	The language is not very natural since grammar explanations are not part of everyday conversations. 

	Task-based: 
	The result is a nice page for their grammar booklet which they will use in the next year(s). 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	It supports learning as it helps the students realize what they already know and what they don’t know yet. Teachers can help them more easily to understand everything they don’t know yet by knowing what exactly this is.

Stage: Proceduralization in scaffolded conditions (revision) 
Material: Domino, Adverbs of frequency – cards (cut out and maybe laminate, they are just there to help them in case they need them) 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: you need to introduce these separately and show the kids lots of examples. Otherwise they will all be in the wrong place. Later you are even asking them to use negations (I do not often ….) and things like: I … once a week. Which is again different from: I often do or I sometimes do…
This needs a step by step approach. Otherwise you’ll get all wrong language.	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: p 36, 37
Time: ca. 10 minutes 
Number of players: 2-3 
Aim: students combine the grammar once more with the vocabulary, therefore it should really “stick” afterwards; in addition to this, the verbs of frequency are introduced

It’s time to play dominoes! Get together in groups of three. Everybody gets the same number of cards. The person who has got the card that says “start” on it begins. The person who has the word that matches the picture puts it next to it and so on. Every time you have a matching card you have to say a sentence using the phrase. If your card is red, you say a sentence about yourself. If your card is blue, you say a sentence about somebody else. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: does the picture or the words count?
Try to include some of the words you see in the chart! They help you to say how often you do something. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: all the things on these cards happen usually-frequently, always ..

	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	The students repeat once more the vocabulary they already know. Furthermore, they incorporate some new structures and they practice the 3rd person -s. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: are your referring to the adv of frequency?

The kids would need to see some sample sentences in order to produce correct sentences with these adv in the correct position

	Commitment filter: 
	Since they have to build sentences which involve their own habits or habits of people they know really well they are more likely to like this exercise compared to describing the life of someone they don’t know. Furthermore, Domino is always fun. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	The learners get to play in groups and interact with each other. 

	Personalisation: 
	The examples they have to give are all related to themselves or to people they know well. 

	Contextualisation: 
	This exercise combines the already learnt vocabulary and grammar with one little new aspect. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	The language is rather authentic, since for example if a group of friends goes on vacation together/… it is necessary to compare the daily routines in order to find a “vacation” routine. 

	Task-based: 
	The finished Domino is the end product. Students usually want to complete a game. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	This exercise helps students to automatize the vocabulary and the structures. Since they don’t have to write anything down and the teacher cannot control every sentence said it is not possible to “test” the students.

[bookmark: _Toc503210233]Activity 3: Writing task - Routine - story	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: a STORY is a specific text type. Here we are just talking about someone’s daily routine.  Or here a dream day – that’s still not a story is usually written in the past.
Stage: Performance in real-time context
Material: Paper strips (1/3 DIN A4-Paper, long side), provide one example if possible (see appendix for printable example; cut out and glue together) 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: this works when you type it, but when the kids handwrite, you need much bigger paper. A3 at least, better flipchart sheets.
Time: ca. 15 min

Aim: Using the language learnt to write a story about their dream-day routine. 
Explaination for the teacher: 
You find the preparation for the example in the appendix. Cut it out (just on the edge, don’t cut the line!), fold the sheet on the line, twist it once and glue the ends together.

What would be your “dream” daily routine? What would you want to do every day? 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: it seems a bit odd to talk about a dream daily routine. A dream day – that is an outstanding, wonderful day. Turning this extraordinary experience into an everyday routine is odd.
You’d use the same grammar, so why twist it?
Write these things on the paper! 
Look at the example and try to also divide your story very evenly so that it never stops once it is glued together  It shows how the things are repeated every day! 
Try to include some words that tell the reader how often you do something, e.g. I always get up at 10 o’clock. I never have to get up at 8 o’clock. 
	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	The students repeat what they have already learned and include the new structures introduced in this lesson.  

	Commitment filter: 
	The end result is really fun to play with, therefore the students will like to create these strips.  

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	There is no interaction involved in this task. However, it is possible that students present their work afterwards to a partner/… 

	Personalisation: 
	They write about their own dream routine, therefore it is very personalized. 

	Contextualisation: 
	This exercise combines the already learnt vocabulary and grammar with one little new aspect. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	When getting to know someone we usually talk about our routines to some extend as well. This is the language we need in order to do this.

	Task-based: 
	The result is a cool tool to use, because it shows how the things are repeated. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	The exam can use a similar task just without the fun part of putting it together.

Ask they person on your left: How often do you …..


Be careful about what your classmates say and try to help them if you spot a mistake! 
If you don’t know a word/picture you can look on the sheet next to it – there you find the correct phrases. 	Comment by Elisabeth Poelzleitner: the help sheet is a good idea!
Just one little issue:Take out the “not often”. The kids won’T be able to say: I do not often look in the mirror…
All other adverbs are used in the same position, the not often is different and a lot more difficult.

	Depth of processing and complex encoding:
	The students use the vocabulary and grammar in a fun game which combines the two elements.   

	Commitment filter: 
	Since students especially at this age really enjoy playing games they are likely to enjoy this exercise without thinking too much about the fact that they are learning at the moment. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	They get to talk to their peers and furthermore they find out more about them. They maybe even get to know their classmates better or find out some fun details about their lives. 

	Personalization: 
	They get to talk about themselves and ask their classmates questions which is highly personal. 

	Contextualization: 
	This exercise combines the already learnt vocabulary and grammar with forming questions and having fun.  

	Authenticity of process: 
	Especially when talking about hobbies, it is very common to ask “oooh how often do you do this?”. 

	Task-based: 
	They don’t have something to hold in their hands but the have more knowledge about their classmates. 

	Testing versus teaching: 
	This activity is suitable for teaching.

	This is not a very personalized activity. The purpose of this is to repeat the structures a couple of times in order to make the forms clearer for the students. 

	Contextualization: 
	Almost everybody has an aunt that is famous for wanting to know everything. Of course, it is a little bit exaggerated that she wants to know what 25 people are doing at the same time.  

	Authenticity of process: 
	The language is used in a natural way and in a natural context. 

It is also possible to include a little “role-play” in the end, where one student leaves the class and calls another student with the mobile phone asking him/her what xy are doing at the moment.

The picture offers a lot of possibilities and it is likely that every student finds something they like to describe. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	They have to work on this activity on their own, but they may interact with other people in the school building. 

	Personalization: 
	The learners can choose to describe the persons and actions they want to describe. Furthermore, it is possible to use a worksheet with helpful phrases if they need it. 

	Contextualization: 
	They use the language they have just learned to describe a given picture. Therefore, they need the vocabulary and the structures in the way it is normally used as well. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	Describing actions is one of the possibilities where this tense is used, and this activity uses this. 

	Task-based: 
	They produce their own text. 

	Testing versus teaching:

	Commitment filter: 
	The learners know that this is their resource in the future and that they will need this paper more often. 

	Peer and social learning and interaction: 
	They don’t work together in this activity, however I think that it is necessary to work on their own sometimes too in order to make sure that they really understood the rules. 

	Personalisation: 
	They should include their own examples to form the rule in their own words, therefore it is highly personalized. 

	Contextualisation: 
	They are learning to build the present progressive tense at the moment, therefore the context is perfect for this activity. 

	Authenticity of process: 
	The language is not very natural since grammar explanations are not part of everyday conversations. 

	Task-based: 
	The result is a nice page for their grammar booklet which they will use in the next year(s). 

	Testing versus teaching:
