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1 Introduction
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In the last two decades many language teachers, teacher educators
and second language acquisition researchers have expressed the
belief that the primary aim of second and foreign language acquisition
is to enable learners to communicate with people coming from
different linguistic and cultural backgrounds in a multicultural world.
Since there is an increasing need to be able to deal effectively and
appropriately with cultural diversity, students also need to acquire
intercuitural communicative competence. Therefore, we can safely
recommend that while teaching linguistic skills, second and foreign
language instructors should also integrate a variety of cultural
elements in their language lessons.
