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This paper presents a task-based young adult reading project which was designed for 13 -16 year old EFL learners in order to promote their intercultural competence. In the first part of the paper the theoretical framework of the project is provided. This includes the authors’ understanding of culture and intercultural competence as well as reasons for using young adult literature (YAL) for the project. In the second part of the paper, the task-based reading project is presented. This section comprises the individual tasks, teachers’ observations of learners’ reactions and teachers’ reflections on the teaching goals concerning the field of intercultural competence. The paper concludes by highlighting the effectiveness of a task-based approach to YAL in order to enhance intercultural competence amongst the teenage EFL learners. 
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
