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· Year 2 (2nd semester) – 3rd year
· Purpose: Letting students design comprehensible picture stories for other students (-they have to put themselves in the shoes of someone else – meta cognition).

Activity 1:
Look at the pictures. What kind of story might it be (a funny story, a sad story, an unbelievable story an exciting story…)? What do you think the story might be about? Take notes. Once you have some ideas share them with a partner. 
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Activity 2:	Comment by Lis Polzleitner: arent’t task 1 and 2 the same?
Before you start reading the text look at all the pictures and try to think about how they might be related to each other. Then read the text (first part).


Activity 3: 
 Guess what happens next in the story. 	Comment by Lis Polzleitner: what will happen next
(Questions: Is it a very likely story? What is strange about the story? Does it remind you of a situation you have experienced once?)


Activity 4:
Read part two of the story. What do you think happens next? Brainstorm with a partner and write an ending. Exchange your stories with some of your fellow students and give useful feedback (language, do you like the ending of the story? Why?...)	Comment by Lis Polzleitner: will happen

Activity 5:
Read the ending of the story. Compare it to your ending and decide with your partner which version you like better. Explain why. 

Activity 6:
Vocabulary exercise. Work in pairs. Look for the following words and phrases in the text. Guess from the context what the words and phrases in bold might mean:
I was rushing along the street on my way to work. -
I breathed a sigh of relief.  -
I woke up and pinched myself.   -
They eventually managed to stop the elephant.  -

Activity 7:
