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The aim of this reading project is to raise students’ awareness of their own abilities and competences and to help them grow more confident in what they can achieve. This rather complex topic will be developed with individual exercises that are based on the content of one of the novels provided. The book project is designed for students in year 5/6+ and includes books for various reading abilities, as well as a variety that may be of more interest to either boys or girls. During the book choosing session, each student chooses the book, which he/she is most interested in. We highly recommend the four diaries listed above, however feel free to also adjust the books (diaries) according to the interest of your students!

In order to save paper, please consider printing this unit on both sides of the paper. In some cases it might even be possible to print two pages on one sheet. 

Before You Start
In the lesson before the book-choosing lesson, take 10 minutes time to whet the students’ curiosity. Ask the students:
· What is a diary?
· Do you keep a diary?
· In what ways does a diary differ from other books?
· From which perspective is a diary written?
· Whose voice do you expect to hear in a diary?
This short revision should help them to focus on the topic of ‘diaries’ in more detail and in this way the students also know what to anticipate during the following book project: working with diaries. As vocabulary input, mention ‘1st person’ and ‘3rd person narrator’ and briefly (!) explain what this means, e.g. ‘I am thinking...’ / ‘He thought that...’ / who is “speaking” in this text? / how does the story change depending upon who is “speaking”?

Choose a book
Provide copies of each of the books (approx.. 1/3 of the number of class participants) for the book choosing session (see attached PDF file). With this in mind, print the book cover, the first three to five pages and the blurb of the book and create a packet for each book. The students will then read through each of the 4 packets during this period in order to decide which book catches their interest! While reading, they will take notes in their book-choosing-table (see 3. Choose a Book). By the end of the lesson, each student will have chosen one book to concentrate on during this reading unit. 

In order to make sure that all students have got their own copy of the book, it is highly recommended that the teacher order all the books. If this is not possible and the students buy the books on their own, make sure that everyone has got their own copy in advance! After the book-choosing, the students will read the book within the following 2 (max. 3) weeks. Ideally, start this project before Christmas or Easter holidays, so that they can finish the book in the meantime and, upon returning back to school, it will be discussed. 

Let’s Start Reading 
After the books have arrived, help the students to get into their “reading mode”, by providing about 30 minutes of reading time during the lesson. Their motivation will dramatically rise as they see all their classmates engrossed in their own books.  The 2nd half of the lesson will be spent working in groups and answering the questions provided in task 4 (below). 

Mindset
Teacher Tip: in order to save paper, you can compile the 2 pages (of the theoretical information about mindset) into 1 page. 
Assign the Letter of Advice/Encouragement as homework. The students will begin collecting ideas during the lesson, in this way they will have the opportunity to ask pertinent questions. Don’t forget to quickly review (5 minutes) how to write a letter of advice/encouragement (tips, command form, suggestions, persuasion, etc.)! The final draft and letter design will be completed at home. 

Talk show
Provide the students with enough time to prepare the talk show either in class or as homework. Also plan enough time to watch all talk shows and discuss them in class!

Mindset
	Fixed mindset refers to the belief that you were born with a certain (fixed) amount of talent, which you cannot change or adjust, despite hard work or effort. It is the knowledge you have in your brain, which you need not study/learn; it is the way you are. 
Growth mindset refers to the belief that through hard work, you can increase your potential and your abilities.  You believe that you can grow your talent/knowledge/ability if you practice.

Fixed Mindset vs. Growth Mindset
Through more than three decades of systematic research, [Carol Dweck] has been figuring out answers to why some people achieve their potential while equally talented others don’t—why some become Muhammad Ali and others Mike Tyson. The key, she found, isn’t ability; it’s whether you look at ability as something inherent that needs to be demonstrated or as something that can be developed.
Fixed Mindset
Let’s have a look, starting with the Fixed Mindset side:
[image: fixed-001]
People who hold these beliefs think that “they are the way they are”, but that doesn’t mean that they have less of a desire for a positive self-image than anyone else. So of course they want to perform well and look smart. But to achieve these goals…
[image: fixed-002]
By definition, a challenge is hard and success is not assured, so rather than risk failing and negatively impacting their self-image, they will often avoid challenges and stick to what they know they can do well.
[image: fixed-003]
Same with obstacles. The difference here, as I see it, is that challenges are things that you can decide to do while obstacles are external forces that get in your way. 
[image: fixed-004]
What’s the point of working hard and making efforts if afterwards you are still on square one? If your worldview tells you that effort is an unpleasant thing that doesn’t really pay dividends, then the smart thing to do is to avoid it as much as possible.
[image: fixed-005]
Useful negative feedback is ignored in the best of cases, and taken as an insult the rest of the time. The Fixed Mindset logically leads you to believe that any criticism of your capabilities is criticism of you. This usually discourages the people around and after a while they stop giving any negative feedback, further isolating the person from external influences that could generate some change.
[image: fixed-006]
The success of others is seen as a benchmark against which the person looks bad. Usually when others succeed, people with a Fixed Mindset will try to convince themselves and the people around them that the success was due to either luck (after all, almost everything is due to luck in the Fixed Mindset world) or objectionable actions. In some cases, they will even try to tarnish the success of others by bringing up things that are completely unrelated (“Yes, but did you know about his…”).
[image: fixed-007]
As a result, they don’t reach their full potential and their beliefs feed on themselves: They don’t change or improve much with time, if at all, and so to them this confirms that “they are as they are”.


Growth Mindset
Let’s now look at the Growth Mindset:
[image: growth-001]
People who hold the Growth Mindset believe that intelligence can be developed, that the brain is like a muscle that can be trained. This leads to the desire to improve.
[image: growth-002]
And how do you improve? First, you embrace challenges, because you know that you’ll come out stronger on the other side.
[image: growth-003]
Similarly, obstacles – external setbacks – do not discourage you. Your self-image is not tied to your success and how you will look to others; failure is an opportunity to learn, and so whatever happens you win.
[image: growth-004]
Effort is seen not as something useless to be avoided but as necessary to grow and master useful skills.
[image: growth-005]
Criticism and negative feedback are sources of information. That doesn’t mean that all criticism is worth integrating or that nothing is never taken personally, but at least the Growth Mindset individual knows that he or she can change and improve, so the negative feedback is not perceived as being directly about them as a person, but rather about their current abilities.
[image: growth-006]
The success of others is seen as a source of inspiration and information. To Growth Mindset individuals, success is not seen as a zero-sum game.
[image: growth-007]
And so, Growth Mindset individuals will improve and this will create a positive feedback loops that encourages them to keep learning and improving.
