	EXAMPLE (CINDERELLA)
Turning Point: Cinderella loses her shoe at the ball and the prince finds it.
What if…?: If Cinderella hadn’t lost her shoe at the ball and the prince hadn’t found it, he would have probably had a professional artist draw a picture of her. He would have described all the details he remembered to the artist. The ‘wanted’ picture would have been put up everywhere in town and the prince would have given a lot of money to the person who found Cinderella.
