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Introduction:
This lesson is mainly about pupils talking to each other and getting the opportunity to practice their spoken language on a “just for fun” basis. The teacher should intervene as little as possible (should help only if needed) and should let the conversation between pupils take its natural flow (as long as it serves the purpose of the lesson). The lesson has been designed for 13 year old pupils. It practices all four skills and can be used as a good practice of tenses: past simple, present perfect, going to and the present simple. 
Pupils’ Worksheets
1. What happens at Christmas?
Get into groups of four and discuss what happens on Christmas Eve and Christmas Morning. Write it down in 10 sentences. Which of the things on your list can you see in the film? Tick them off.
2. The gift giving machine 
Stay in the groups. Watch the beginning of the movie and then try to put the strips into the right order.

3. The arrival to the farm 
First go into pairs and do not forget that one of you has to have his/her back turned to the TV. The pupil facing the TV: watch the action and describe to your partner. 
4. Garfield putting up the Christmas Star 
Now try to predict with your partner what will happen to Garfield who is trying to put up the Christmas Star. Write it down in three or four sentences and then compare and discuss them.
5. Dock Boy and John wake up Dad
Take a look at the conversation below and try to predict what Dad is going to answer. Write the predictions into your notebooks and after watching the scene write the correct answers into the blank spaces.
John: Hey, Dad!

Dock Boy: Psst, hey Dad, you awake?
John: Daaaad.

Dock Boy: DAD, YOU AWAKE? 
Dad: _______________________________________________________________________

John: Is it time to open our presents yet?

Dad: _______________________________________________________________________

Dock Boy: It is Christmas morning now, you know.
John: Dock Boy has a point there Dad. Any time after midnight is technically Christmas morning, you know.

Dad: _______________________________________________________________________

John: Alright, alright…

Dock Boy: Pleasant dreams Dad. It is Christmas morning.

John: I know that and you know that.

6. Odie’s present 

Go into the pairs again and switch your positions. Now the student who before had his back turned to the TV has to describe the action to his/her partner. 
7. Homework

Write a short essay on how your perfect Christmas would look like (It should be at least half of a page long).
Teacher’s materials 
1. Strips for the second exercise
The very beginning of the movie is watched without tone. When pupils have seen the beginning they get strips with the lines and have to put them into the right order. Pupils stay in the groups of five and have 5 minutes to do this task (watching time excluded). After this has been done the beginning can be watched again. 

Garfield, wake up! 

Good morning John!
