Notes for the Teacher:

Step 1
Guess what these words could mean. Students work in pairs and guess the meaning of the new words. Afterwards class-discussion about the correct meaning.  

Step 2
Showing the title page on the overhead projector. Pupils work in pairs and guess what the story could be about taking into account the title and the key words. Afterwards class-discussion about the various stories.
Step 3
Reading of the story. 

The pupils sit in a circle an in the middle there are some pictures which represent words from the story. The teacher reads out the story aloud and whenever one of the words occurs he/ she stops and points at the picture. The pupils then have to fill in the correct word. 

Twice the treacher stops reading and asks the pupils to predict what is going to happen next.

The class retells the story.
