LESSON PLAN:

	Picture guess: 

show students the cover of the picture book and let them guess what the story might be about, where it could happen, who might be involved etc.

	15-20
	Read the story and stop: 

Read the story to the children and stop at page 12. “Wise Old One” fell to the ground after a loud bang, ask the students what might happen next and how the story might go on. What will the other elephants do? What does Little Thunderfoot feel?

Stop at page 21. Ask students who this other group of elephants might be and where they come from.

	 Do you know anyone as wise as “Wise Old One” is in the story? Is there a wise (and old) person in your family that can help you in making the right decision or that would always try to help you and care for you? Did you ask this person for advice lately? Or what could you ask him/her now? Who is this person or who are these people? Describe them!

	Find your group: Students get a picture of an elephant. Somewhere in the picture there are three birds, students have to ask each other where the birds are and find the same pictures. In the group they get one picture from the story and have to form sentences answering what the elephant(s) is/are doing in the picture.

	Reading Diary:
	Together write down some easy general information phrases on elephants taken from the last page. Let the students design the page in the reading diary with the information on elephants/the book and drawings and/or pictures against the shooting of elephants that they glue in. (homework) 
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
