Teacher’s notes

Pre-reading-activities

Step 1
Task 1: Guess what these words could mean.


Students work in pairs and try to find out the meaning of new words, partly using pictures (there is not a picture for each phrase/word!)
Step 2
Guess what the story is about (oral activity).


Students work in pairs and make predictions on the plot, because of the title.

While-reading-activities

Step 3
Teacher reads the story aloud and shows the pictures to the students.
3a
Read page 2 (and 3): “Once upon a time, there was a little girl who was just like everybody else. She was seven.” Collect typical characteristics of a seven year old girl or boy, write them on the blackboard. Students can take notes for their vocabulary books if they come across new words (of course the teacher has to tell them to do so!).

3b
Task 2: Continue reading to page 10: “Freckleface Strawberry felt really bad. She needed to get rid of her freckles.” Ask students to work in groups of 4. Their task is to find ways how to get rid of freckles and express their ideas in pictures. These pictures will not be presented right away, so tell students to keep the pictures as they will be needed later.

3c
Continue reading to page 27 + 28: “And Freckleface Strawberry really was like everybody else – she grew up. And her freckles…” Ask students whether her freckles disappear or not.
Post-reading-activity

Step 4
Plot on a string - adapted

Task 3: Students work in groups of 4 and draw pictures on important events on the plot. Strain a string across the classroom and let the students retell the story based on their drawings. Each group should present at least one picture but depending on the time they can do more. 

Step 5
Stretch another string across the classroom (the strings have to cross at the event, where Freckleface wants to get rid of her freckles) and students present their ideas on how to hide freckles.
Materials:

· painting facilities

· 2 long strings

· scissors

· clips
