Step 1
The teacher hands out the poems (keeping in mind, that students sitting next to each other do not receive the same poem!), without mentioning the topic of the lesson. Task 1 – Students read their poems and draw pictures on it. Then the pictures are hung up in the classroom without any comments. Afterwards students should have a picture in mind on what the lesson will be: Water.


The number of poems handed out can be varied according to the number of students in a class. This document contains 8 poems, but 4-5 should be enough, so choose your favorites. 
Step 2
Students form groups (NO double poems within the groups) and discuss their poems and pictures. So everyone in class gets to know each poem.
Step 3
Task 2 – Students read the Unicef-text on the Tap Project, in order to get an idea of this project. Then they read the text by Tim Kash and create a found poem. There is a definition on found poems on the handout, the teacher should explain this form on poetry also orally.
Step 4
Final discussion. Students present their poems and then talk about the issue of water. The discussion should leave enough room for the students’ opinion – they decide what they want to talk about. The teacher can give some short input or ask questions in order to push the discussion:

· Water pollution, water scarcity etc.
· Are projects like the Tap Project successful?
· To what extent is Austria affected – do we have to worry?

· How are students affected by these problems and what they can do about it?
· etc
