Vocabulary Practice 
1. Choose lots of new phrases from the texts we have recently read. Find a second example of the word’s usage in your MLD (or freesearch.co.uk). This is important because it will show you how this word is used idiomatically. If you do this step carefully you will avoid mistakes with prepositions, tenses and constructions (like infinitive, gerund…) and you will understand in what contexts the word can be used.

As soon as you understand a phrase properly you can go to the next step and try to memorize it. You will remember a new phrase better if you can link it to a clear picture or situation in your brain. The following activities will help you with this process. Do these activities slowly and carefully. If you do them well you will remember the new words immediately and save time in the long run.
2. Visualizing:. Read out the phrase you want to remember and imagine a scene around it. Try to visualize it, see a clear picture or situation

Try to picture a concrete situation with all its colors, sounds, smells and feelings. Choose one of the following activities that help you with visualizing.
· Doodling:. Draw a quick and simple doodle/symbol/logo that somehow represents your phrase. Explain your doodles  to a friend and listen to his/her explanations.
· Colors: Choose a typical color that reminds you of the phrase. Again try to visualize as much as possible. Explain your choice of color to each other.

· Sounds: Try to “listen” to your phrases. What do you hear? Can you hear any background noises (e.g. For the phrase “Black Americans were discriminated against.” You might hear shouting, gunfire, rioting, sighs, crying…) Be creative and list all the sounds and noises you can imagine “around” your phrase.
Example: 
“the scientist is doing experiments in his lab”
color: white, because he usually wears a white lab coat

doodle:         because this reminds me of math and science

smell: smell of dentist 

feelings: cold, weird, I am a bit lost, a bit scared…

sounds: It’s very quiet, I only hear some machines humming…

3. To practise and revise your phrases do some of the following tasks. If possible work with a partner. 
Lexical Furniture: 
Choose any ten phrases from your recent collection. Imagine your phrases are pieces of furniture. Where would you put them in your house? E.g.: I’d put the “scientist” into my bathroom, because it is white and sterile like a lab.
I’d put the phrase “the amount of water vapor will increase…” in my kitchen or bathroom. When I take a shower, there is a lot of water vapor in the air, when I boil water for pasta, the water vapor or steam rises from the pot.
