Writing Workshop: Personal Narratives

Steps:

1. Ss read "Breakfast" and write a short response into  reading diary.

2. Short readers' conference: What is your impression? What is this story about...

3. Plenary: discuss snap-shot story. No real plot development, just an important moment. 

4. Ss highlight all the "positive words" (e.g. fire, bread...) and all the "negative words" (different colors): Result: they will see, it's a very positive memory, nothing special but beautiful moment...

5. read 2nd story at home + write a response

6. short readers' conference next lesson, plenary ... read other stories + short response + short discussion...

7. hand out workshop materials: Ss do the tasks (showing vs. telling, expressing emotions) Writing the paragraphs = homework

8. peer-conferencing the homework texts (emotions), Ss write detailed feedback

9. Homework: write your own personal narrative (focus on a moment!!!)

10. peer-conferencing 1st drafts

11. revising stories

12. hand in stories – receive teacher feedback

13. revise one more time

14. publish (Our lives/ Snapshots/... 4b book, internet or printed version for sale? Add pictures, illustrate +arts??)
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
